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Introduction

Beaufort County high schools are organized into a system of curriculum clusters and cluster majors. Beginning in the
2007-2008 school year, all students are required to develop an Individual Graduation Plan that integrates rigorous academic
subjects with a concentration of career electives from a curriculum cluster. In South Carolina, this plan is called a “Personal
Pathway to Success.” Careful consideration should be given by each student in planning the appropriate curriculum for his/her
career aspirations and for education beyond high school.

A framework for curriculum planning helps students and parents to design an appropriate Individual Graduation Plan.
Elements of an effective framework include: high expectations for all students, course content based on standards, a rigorous
curriculum to prepare students for college study or the increasingly technologic work environment and high student engagement
in learning.

Working with their counselors, teachers and parents, students develop a plan that includes academic courses as well as
career and technology electives. The Individual Graduation Plan should also include extended learning opportunities that take
place outside of the school in a work or service environment.

The curriculum framework for Beaufort County School District is organized around the following elements in each high
school:

Schools or Academies of Study (e.g. School for Arts and Humanities)

Clusters of Study from 16 National/State Career Clusters (e.g. Architecture and Building Technology)
e  Majors (e.g. concentration within the cluster such as Computer Aided Design)
e The Individual Graduation Plan

The Beaufort County School District Catalogue contains basic information about curriculum policies, programs of study,
course offerings, graduation requirements, grading policies, South Carolina Scholarships and athletic policies. This information is
provided to assist each student in planning for their educational and career goals. The final selection of courses, course levels
and concentration electives are to be determined by the parent and student with the assistance of a Certified Guidance
Counselor. Parents are important partners in selecting their child's classes and they will be asked to sign the student's Individual
Graduation Plan and registration form.

The Certified Guidance Counselor’s role is to collaborate with teachers and other professional staff to make course
recommendations in the best interest of the student and in keeping with the student’s graduation plan in a non-discriminatory
fashion. Parents may be asked to sign a waiver if they choose to disregard the Counselor’s recommendations.

Students are encouraged to study all curriculum and course registration materials and to discuss their plans and
concerns with parents, teachers, and guidance counselors before making final decisions. All aspects of a high school program of
study including extracurricular opportunities should be planned in order to gain the maximum benefits from the high school
experience.

In keeping with the SC Personal Pathways to Success Model, all students in Beaufort County Schools should be following a course
of study in one of sixteen South Carolina Career Clusters to prepare them for the next step beyond high school. Students elect a
concentration of courses (known as a cluster major) within their career cluster of choice and complete their Individual
Graduation Plan. Courses are offered at three levels of challenge: College Preparatory (CP), Honors (H) grades 9 and 10 only and
Advanced Placement/International Baccalaureate/Early College Credit (AP/IB/ECCO) at college level challenge.

Registration

All students are registered through the school guidance department at the high school in their residential attendance
zone. Students are typically registered and enrolled in eight units (credits) for each high school academic year. If a student
enrolls after a course has started, attendance counts from the first day of the course, not from the day the student enrolls.
Students transferring from another school and students transferring from one course section into another course section of the
same level receive credit for the days attended in the previous school or course. Students transferring from another school
receive credit for previously completed coursework whenever comparable. Students are encouraged to register for the level of
instruction recommended by a teacher and/or guidance counselor in the core instructional areas of English, math, social studies
and science. If a student and their parent select a course level that is not recommended by a teacher or counselor, the parent
will be asked to sign a waiver of the recommendation that indicates the preferred course level.
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Schedule Changes

Students are expected to choose courses thoughtfully during the registration period. There are no study halls built into
most high school schedules. Students select courses totaling eight credits for each high school year. Students receive a
verification of their course requests following the registration process. The verification form allows students the opportunity to
review their course request and to make appropriate changes prior to the start of the school year. High schools will publish the
dates for preference course changes scheduled for June of each year. No preference course changes will be made after the
published June dates. Only course changes related to errors, course failure, new registrations or unit recovery will be allowed
during the first ten days of school.

Student who choose to change course levels must excute a change request before the 60" day of school. Level changes
will not be allowed after the 60" day.

The South Carolina High School Diploma

Course Credits and Graduation Requirements

Students must successfully complete the minimum of 24 credits in the required distribution and pass the high school
exit exam to be eligible for the SC High School Diploma. One high school credit is equal to one Carnegie unit and requires a
minimum of 120 hours of instructional contact. Credits may be earned through traditional, on-site high school classes, through
distance learning courses offered by the SC Virtual High School or through approved web-based, distance learning or
correspondence courses. Students are referred to their guidance counselor for the detailed policies and procedures related to
distance learning and correspondence courses.
To qualify for a state high school diploma, a student must earn a minimum of twenty-four Carnegie units of credit in state-
approved courses distributed as follows:

*One (1) unit must be earned in a foreign language; however, if you are a student thinking about college you need to take at
least two (2) units of a foreign language. (More competitive four-year colleges/universities require at least three (3) units of the
same foreign language).

** The required unit of computer science must be earned in a course that requires the use of computer technology and
keyboarding/peripherals skills for the majority of instructional time. Examples of courses that fulfill the requirement include:
Introduction to Computers, Integrated Business Applications 1and 2, Computer Programming 1 and 2, Architectural Design 1 an 2
(formerly CAD 1 and 2) and all “Project Lead the Way” classes

***The fine arts elective is a recommendation for those students who plan to apply to a public, four-year college in South
Carolina.
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Beaufort County Diploma
This diploma is issued by the Beaufort County Board of Education to graduates from the Special Services Department.
Students are required to master skills specified on their Individualized Educational Plan.

South Carolina High School Certificate

This certificate is issued to graduates by the State Department of Education after students have completed the required
courses and credits for a high school diploma but have not passed all subtests of the South Carolina Exit Exam — High School
Assessment Program (HSAP).

International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma

The IB Diploma Programme is a prestigious international program that offers rigorous coursework across six (6) major
disciplines. Students may elect to pursue the highly regarded IB Diploma by taking all six courses or simply pursue IB Certificates
in selected courses. For detailed information concerning requirements for the International Baccalaureate Diploma contact the
IB Coordinator at the high school in your residential zone.

High School Assessment Program (HSAP)

In order to participate in commencement exercises and be eligible to receive the State High School Diploma, each student
must pass all sections of the South Carolina High School Assessment Program (HSAP). Students who meet all other requirements
for graduation, but do not pass the HSAP Examination, may:

1. In lieu of a State of South Carolina High School Diploma, accept a State of South Carolina High School Certificate
indicating the number of credits earned and the grades completed; and/or

2. Continue active enrollment in the school until the exit examination is passed or until age 21 is reached; or

3. Accept a certificate and obtain additional opportunities to pass the South Carolina High School Assessment Program
(HSAP) by enrolling in an adult education program.

South Carolina End-of-Course Examination Program (EOCEP)

The Education Accountability Act of 1998 (EAA) requires the administration of end-of-course examinations in gateway or
benchmark courses. Examples of gateway courses include, but are not limited to, English I, Algebra |, or Physical Science; such
courses are typically taken in grade 9. All students enrolled in courses in which the curriculum standards corresponding to these
subjects are taught, regardless of name or number, must take the appropriate EOC tests. All tests will count as twenty percent of
each student’s final grade. End-of-course exams are currently required in the following subjects: Algebra 1, English 1, Physical
Science, Biology 1 and U. S. History.

Grade Classifications

Grade classification is based on units earned, not years of attendance in high school. Students entering year one of high
school for the first time will be classified as freshmen regardless of units earned prior to their first year in high school. Students
are promoted to the next level of classification or retained in their current classification based on the following criteria:

To be classified as a sophomore, typically the second year of high school, a student must have earned a minimum of 6 units of
credit with at least 1 credit in English, 1 in Math, and 4 additional credits.

To be classified as a junior, typically the third year of high school, a student must have earned a minimum of 12 units, including
2 units of English, 2 units of Math, 1 unit of Science, and 1 unit of Social Studies.

To be classified as a senior, typically the fourth year of high school, a student must have earned a total of 16 units of credit and
have received 3 units in English, 3 units in Math, 2 units in Science, 2 units in Social Studies, and 1 unit of either PE/JROTC or
Computer Science.
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Early Graduation Policy

In order to be considered for early graduation, the student must meet the following criteria:

e The student and parent must make the request for a change in classification and early graduation in writing to the
principal indicating the reason(s) the request is being made.

e The student and parent must confer with a guidance counselor for advisement on advanced courses and electives
which relate to the student’s career goals.

e The student must have been enrolled in high school for at least two years.

e The student must have earned credits in English 1, I, and Il prior to making the request. English IV is the only
English course allowed in the final year.

e The student must have earned at least 18 credits or be able to take the number of credits in his/her final year to
equal the number of required credits for high school graduation without having to enroll in correspondence
courses.

e The student must have taken and met the standard on all three subtests of the South Carolina High School
Assessment Program (HSAP).

e The counselor must submit a recommendation to the principal for a final decision.

Definitions of Course Levels
Academic courses are available on several ability/performance levels to meet the varied learning, post-secondary
education and career needs of students:

CP_— College Preparatory: College Prep courses are designed to prepare students for post-secondary studies in traditional
academic programs. These courses place emphasis on theory, reading, research, problem solving and academic writing skills. The
college preparatory level of rigor is expected of those students who plan to seek a four-year degree.

Honors: Honors courses are intended for students in grades 9 and 10 exhibiting superior abilities in the course content area. The
honors curriculum will build on the knowledge and skills of the college preparatory level with added emphasis on critical and
analytical thinking, rational decision-making, and inductive and deductive reasoning beyond that expected at the college
preparatory level. Honors courses are not intended to encourage a student to graduate early, but are designed to stretch the
student’s academic knowledge and skills at the high school level.

School districts may designate honors courses and give the assigned Uniform Grading System weighting of additional .5
quality points under the following conditions:

e An honors course must have a published syllabus that verifies rigor that is sufficiently beyond the college prep
requirements.

e Textbooks and/or other course materials must be differentiated and more rigorous than those used in college
prep and tech prep courses.

e Honors courses may be offered in English, Math, Science, and Social Studies. Additional honors courses may be
designated in other content areas where students are earning their 3" or 4" or higher Carnegie unit in the
content area provided the standards listed above are met an Advanced Placement of International Baccalaureate
courses are not offered in grade 11 or 12.

e  Transcripts will reflect honors designation for any honors courses taken.

e These courses are offered to students who intend to participate in the International Baccalaureate Programme or
Advanced Placement-College Board Courses in the 11" and 12 grade years.

Advanced Placement Courses and the College Board: According to the College Board, “Students who want to learn and achieve
at the highest level become AP students. Through AP's college-level courses and exams, students can earn college credit and
advanced placement, stand out in the admissions process, and learn from some of the most skilled, dedicated, and inspiring
teachers in the world”. AP courses are weighted 1.0 quality point above College Preparatory courses per one unit of credit.
Beaufort County high schools offer a wide variety of AP courses and exams across the district.
The College Board lists the following advantages for AP students:

e Receive recognition from more than 3,600 colleges and universities that annually receive AP Exam scores.

e Over 90% of 4-year colleges in the U.S. provide credit and/or advanced placement for qualifying exam scores.
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e Have time to move into upper-level courses in your field of interest, pursue a double major, or study abroad.

e Design a college experience that suits you and gives you the flexibility to get the most out of your college years.
e Demonstrate your maturity and readiness for college.

e Show your willingness to take the most rigorous courses available to you.

e Emphasize your commitment to academic excellence.

e  Get a head start on college-level work.

o Improve your writing skills and sharpen your problem-solving techniques.

o Develop the study habits necessary for tackling rigorous course work.

IB - International Baccalaureate Programme (IB Programme) (Hilton Head and Battery Creek High Schools): The IB Diploma
Programme is a prestigious international program that offers rigorous coursework across six (6) major disciplines. Students may
elect to pursue the highly regarded IB Diploma by taking all six courses or simply pursue IB Certificates in selected courses. The
strength of the IB Programme is its holistic approach to educating students, which it achieves through both challenging
coursework and additional opportunities such as the Theory of Knowledge course (a critical thinking course that seeks to
integrate the other six courses), the Extended Essay (a research topic of the students’ choice), and CAS (Creativity, Action, and
Service) learning components. Universities throughout the world regard IB as one of the best high school preparatory programs
for college coursework and may award advanced standing in those courses based on student performance on international IB
exams. |IB courses are weighted 1.0 quality point above College Preparatory courses per unit of credit. Students enrolled in IB
classes may take the AP examinations and must complete all IB internal and external assessments and exams in the IB courses.
As there is no student cost/charge for the IB exam, students desiring to also take the AP exam may do so, however the cost of
the AP exam is borne by the student. The IB Diploma Programme is composed of six main subject areas:

e  English Al (Group 1)

e Llanguage B (Group 2)

e Individuals and Societies (Group 3)

e Experimental Sciences (Group 4)

e  Mathematics and Computer Science (Group 5)
e The Arts (Group 6)

Within each main subject area, courses are designated as Higher Level (HL) requiring a minimum of 240 hours of
instruction, or Standard Level (SL) requiring a minimum of 150 hours of instruction. The International Baccalaureate
Organization allows a maximum of four courses to be taken at the Higher Level. Students select courses in their junior and senior
year that incorporate each of the six main subject areas. In addition to the six courses, students are required to write a college-
level essay on an approved topic of their choice, to complete a minimum of 150 hours of community service and to enroll in the
Theory of Knowledge course. See the IB Coordinator at the high school for registration forms.

Honors Program Requirements

Courses at or above the Honors level are open to students in grade 9 and 10 whose interest, attitude, ability, and desire
to excel are coupled with teacher and/or guidance counselor recommendation or parent request. Honors credit will only be
given to students enrolled in a designated Honors level class. Honors level classes carry a .5 quality point higher than College
Preparatory level classes. Students who successfully complete Honors level courses in 9th and 10th grade English, World
Language, Social Studies, Mathematics, and Science are strongly encouraged to register for IB or AP classes and develop a four-
year plan in collaboration with their guidance counselor and/or the IB Coordinator.

(For additional information about course levels under the state’s Uniform Grading Scale and policy, see the section on “Uniform
Grading” in this publication.)

Honor Roll Criteria

All subjects on a student's transcript will be used in determining eligibility for Honor Roll recognition. Conduct will not
be considered in determining eligibility. Honor Rolls will be determined for each nine-week grading period and are based on a
student’s grade point average (GPA). To be listed on the Principal’s Honor Roll, a student must have a 4.0 GPA or above with no
grade lower than a C (77). For the school Honor Roll, a student must make a 3.0 GPA or above with no grade lower than a C (77).
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Special Services

Special Services programs are available at all BCSD schools for students who have been referred, evaluated, and staffed
in accordance with guidelines set forth in the South Carolina Manual for Special Services as mandated by Public Law 94-142.
Referral of students for these services may be initiated by the school Response to Intervention Team (RTI Team) or by parents.

Special Services programs are designed specifically for students whose special needs require individualized instruction
to assist and develop their academic potential as well as to assist achievement of social and occupational competence. Due
process procedures are followed for eligibility and placement in special services programs. An individual education plan known
as an IEP is designed for each student.

The Multi-District Career Education Center — Beaufort-Jasper Academy for Career

Excellence

The Beaufort-Jasper Academy for Career Excellence (ACE) is a multi-district career education center owned by Beaufort
County and Jasper County jointly. The Academy is a free, public training center offering career and technology occupational
training programs that require an industry certificate or license to practice in the craft. Examples of such occupations include,
but are not limited to, Licensed Cosmetologist, Licensed Esthetician, Licensed Nail Technologist, Certified Welder, Licensed
Electrician, Certified Nurse Assistant, ASE Certified Automotive Technician, ICAR Certified Auto Collision Technologist and
Licensed Home Builder. The Academy has a history of excellence in teaching based on industry standards as demonstrated by the
award of two Palmetto Gold and two Palmetto Silver awards by the State Department of Education. Students can attend The
Academy every other day to take occupational/career electives. Transportation is provided from the high school every day.
Juniors and Seniors who have passed the High School Assessment Program exams can elect to attend The Academy full time.
The Academy curriculum includes the core academic requirements for the SC High School Diploma integrated into the
occupational/career programs. Students who complete a program at The Academy receive a Certificate of Completion in their
field as well as their high school diploma.

For information on the technical, industry-based certification programs offered at the Beaufort-Jasper Academy for Career
Excellence (BJ-ACE), see the section Electives for Beaufort-Jasper Academy for Career Excellence in this publication.

Student Course Loads
The average number of credits (units) attempted by a student is eight for a nine-month school year. The course loads
described below reflect a typical course load for the school year:

learning opportunities or SAT Verbal & Math classes)

Commencement Exercises

Only those students who pass all HSAP requirements and the units required for a diploma (South Carolina or Beaufort
County) may participate in the commencement exercises held at the end of the school year. Special education students who
meet all of the requirements of their Individual Education Plan (IEP) but have not met the requirements for the SC High School
Diploma are allowed to participate in the commencement exercises and receive the Beaufort County Diploma. All special
education students should meet with their Multi-Disciplinary Teams to discuss the IEP goals and requirements for the Beaufort
County Diploma.

Graduation Honors

Schools are encouraged to establish programs to recognize those students who have gone beyond the minimum
requirements for graduation. These programs include: Senior Scholars, STEM Diploma, Distinguished Diploma and
Valedictorian/Salutatorian.
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Distinguished Diploma Requirements

1. 16 points are earned by successfully completing approved courses with a final grade of 85 or higher.

(TCL equivalents will also apply)

2. Three (3) credits or more of the same foreign language or completion of a CATE “Completer” certificate.

3. A minimum of 100 hours of community service while in high school.

Selection of Valedictorian and Salutatorian:

a. Must be enrolled in a high school for four years and enrolled in the high school awarding the diploma for a
minimum of three consecutive semesters prior to graduation.

b. Students electing accelerated graduation, graduating in less than four years, are not eligible to be Valedictorian,
Salutatorian or Top Ten.

c. Selection of Valedictorian, Salutatorian or Top Ten will be based on GPA as determined by SC Uniform Grading
Policy

d. Valedictorian and Salutatorian are customarily invited to speak at commencement.

Stem Diploma Requirements

The point system is used to help students monitor their progress through the STEM Scholars Diploma Program. Points are
earned by successfully completing approved courses with a final grade of 85 or higher (TCL equivalents will also apply). Students
must accumulate 10 points in order to qualify for the STEM Scholars Diploma.

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Course Audits

Students may audit a class if space is available with approval of the teacher, department chair and guidance counselor.
Audit grades, given at individual teacher discretion, may be designated on the student's report card and cumulative transcript,
but may not be used in computing the GPA. Audit courses will be clearly designated as such on the student's report card and
cumulative transcript, and a "No Credit" (NC) will be recorded in the credits section on the cumulative transcript.

Correspondence, Web-based and Distance Learning Courses

Credit may be allowed for correspondence, web-based and distance learning courses when approved specifically by the
principal and/or guidance counselor in accordance with BCSD Administrative Rules, BCSD Board of Education Policy and South
Caroline Board of Education Regulations. Information concerning the course application process and related fees is available
through the Guidance Department. Correspondence, web-based and distance learning courses require extensive preparation and
out-of-school time and should only be undertaken by the student who possesses well-developed study habits and who is mature
enough to pursue independent study.

Re-enrollment Policy

It is the practice of BCSD not to re-enroll students who have moved on to other “terminal” educational programs. By
“terminal,” we refer to those programs that have their own formal conclusion either in a diploma or GED. Such programs would
include, but are not limited to, Adult Education, Job Corps, or home schooling followed by full time enrollment in a post-
secondary program. This practice does not include student enrollment in programs through the juvenile justice system or
placement in a residential facility for mental health, substance abuse, or eating disorder treatment.

Dual Enroliment — Early College Credit Opportunity (ECCO)

The Technical College of the Lowcountry (TLC) offers a college-credit, dual enroliment program for Beaufort County high
school juniors and seniors who are successfully involved in a college preparatory program of study — the Early College Credit
Opportunity Program (ECCO). The ECCO Program allows students, granted permission by their home high school, to earn both
Carnegie units and college credits for particular courses. Students who wish to undertake college courses during high school, and
who meet The Technical College of the Lowcountry placement examination requirements, are qualified to participate in this
program. Two-year technical colleges in South Carolina primarily use the ASSET or the COMPASS as their placement
examination. Interested rising juniors and seniors should see their counselor and the School-to-Careers Coordinator of their
home high school cluster for information concerning entrance procedures and ECCO program requirements.

NOTE: Three college credits are equivalent to 1 high school credit (unit). All dual enrollment college credit courses are
weighted the same as an AP or IB course in the calculation of GPA.

University of South Carolina Beaufort or College of Charleston
USC-B and/or the College of Charleston provide “contracted” course offerings in specific areas to Beaufort County School District.
Presently this includes supporting the Teacher Cadet Program. The Teacher Cadet Program receives IB/AP GPA weight.

For entry into these programs parental consent and a signed agreement is required. The agreement fully
explains policies related to the fees and tuition paid by the Beaufort County School District. Students
must take two or more approved dual credit courses per semester at TCL to qualify for tuition and fee
assistance in the ECCO program.

The National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA)

The National Collegiate Athletic Association has in force policies regarding athletic eligibility for Division | and Division Il
schools. Specific information regarding courses, minimum test scores and minimum GPA is listed below. Students planning to
participate in athletics in Division | or Division Il colleges or universities must be certified by the NCAA Initial Eligibility
Clearinghouse. Students should apply for certification early in their senior year. Student Release Forms needed for this
application process are available through the Athletic Office, the School Guidance Office or the NCAA Clearinghouse web site
(www.ncaaclearinghouse.net).

Division | has a sliding scale for test scores and grade point averages. Division Il has no sliding scale. Please see the
NCAA Core GPA/Test Score Index at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net. The SAT score used for NCAA purposes includes only the
critical reading and math sections — the writing sections is not used by NCAA. The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of
the scores from the four sections on the ACT: English, math, reading and science. All ACT and SAT scores are to be reported
directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center by the testing agency. When registering for the SAT or ACT, use the NCAA Eligibility Center
code of 9999 to be sure the score is reported directly to the Eligibility Center. Only core courses are used in the calculation of the
grade-point average for NCAA purposes. Be sure to look at your high school’s list of NCAA approved courses on the Eligibility
Center website at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net.

Students enrolling at an NCAA Division | or Il institution for the first time need to complete the amateurism
questionnaire through the Eligibility Center website. Students need to request final amateurism certification prior to enrollment.
If you have questions, call the NCAA Eligibility Center at 877-262-1492 or go to www.ncaa.org.

Attendance
Regular attendance is necessary for students to achieve desired and expected academic and social progress. Students
enrolled in a course for which Carnegie units (credits) are awarded must achieve a passing grade and attend at least:
e 42 days of a 45-day course.
o 85 days of a 90-day course.
e 170 days of a 180-day course.

Those students with countable/unexcused absences in excess of the allowed unexcused absences (as stated above) may
not receive credit even if they have a passing grade for the course. Their final grade may be designated FA (excessive absences,
no credit). Countable/unexcused absences may be made up by obtaining administrator and teacher approval to attend
designated make-up sessions.

Make-Up Work Policy

Secondary students who have excused absences from class as defined by state and local board policy will be given the
opportunity to make up work and be assigned a grade based upon the quality of that work.

Secondary students who have unexcused absences may be given the opportunity to make up work at the discretion of
the principal and teacher during make-up sessions, however, the unexcused absence remains in the student’s record.
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Homebound Policy

Students who are not able to attend school because of physical or emotional disability may be assigned a teacher who
will monitor and support the BCSD web-based high school program using APEX Learning at home or in a medical facility. Home-
bound instruction is a continuation of the regular school curriculum with the objective that the student will be prepared to
return to school without having fallen significantly behind in his/her work.

Application for this service is made through the Guidance Office of the high school and approved by the Director of
Student Support Services. A physician must certify that the student is unable to attend school but may profit from instruction
given in the home or in the medical facility.

Dropping Courses

If a year-long course is dropped after the 10" day of the academic year, or a semester-long course after the 5th day of a
semester, a grade of 61 (WF) will be recorded for that course. A student dropping a full-year course may replace it with a one-
half unit second semester course on a space available basis. Student, parent, teacher, and administrator approval must be
submitted in writing before any course drop can be made by the Guidance Department.

Credit Recovery/Carnegie Unit Makeup Guidelines
All students in the Beaufort County Schools who are seeking credit recovery options and/or who intend to take classes
for the purpose of earning credits toward graduation will be governed by the following guidelines:

Online credit recovery does not take the place of a teacher. A certified teacher must be assigned to monitor student
progress, supplement computer-based instruction as needed and sign-off to verify that a student has met course requirements.
Credit recovery classes are mastery-based; to earn a grade and subsequent credit, all work must be completed within one
academic year. Credit recovery can be used to support students in recovering credit due to failing grades or excessive absences.
Students must be referred to credit recovery by their teacher, counselor, administrator or parent request.

1. Inorderto be enrolled in a credit recovery program, a student must meet one of the following criteria:

e Failed a course with a grade of 65-69; a principal’s recommendation is required for students with a grade of 60-
64.
e Failed a course due to excessive absences.

2. A content teacher must develop a program of study designed to address skills and objectives not mastered.

3. Credit recovery sessions may be offered during school, after school, evenings or Saturdays at the principal’s discretion.
Saturday school requires an administrative fee of $50.00 for up to two credits recovered per semester.

4. A certified teacher in the subject/content area of the course being offered must be assigned by the principal to
supervise the course.

5. The supervising teacher must monitor student progress and sign-off on course work that will be submitted to the
principal for final approval.

6. Upon successful completion of the program of study, the student will earn a numerical grade of 70.

7. For credit recovery due to excessive absences, the supervising teacher or an administrator will determine the amount of
time needed to complete missed assignments and to address weaknesses. Students must demonstrate mastery of
assigned coursework; however, the original grade will remain on the student’s transcript. The student’s time assigned
to the lab will be based on the amount of time missed from class.

8. All students seeking credit recovery in any of the approved options described must first receive written approval for
course enrollment from the guidance counselor and the principal BEFORE enrolling in the course. Credit will NOT be
awarded for any course taken without prior required approval.

9. Any exceptions to the guidelines provided herein must be presented to the school principal for approval.
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Student Progress Reports

Report cards are issued at the conclusion of each nine-week grading period and provide an assessment of student
performance and attendance in each course in which the student is enrolled.

Interim progress reports are issued four weeks before the end of each nine-week grading period to indicate
performance at that point in the course.

Uniform Grading Scale

The State Board of Education has approved a Uniformed Grading Scale (UGS) and policy that will affect all South
Carolina high school graduates. The policy governs courses that students take to earn high school diplomas. The Uniformed
Grading Scale requires that grades be recorded numerically and outlines the calculation to be used to ascertain a student’s grade
point ratio. The following numerical scale will be used fromatting consistently throughout the school district for high school
credit courses:

(A) 100-93 Excellent

(B) 92 -85 Above Average

(C)84-77 Average

(D) 76 -70 Passing, Needs Improvement
(F)69 or 61 Failing

A student may also receive WF for “withdrawn after deadline”, | for “incomplete” (which becomes an F (62) if not made
up within time allotted by teacher), NC for “no credit”, or FA for “failure due to excessive absences”. (see Attendance policy)

Key provisions of the Uniformed Grading Scale and Policy include:

e Honors will receive an additional 0.5 weighting in a student’s grade point ratio calculation. Dual Enroliment, Advanced
Placement and IB courses will receive an additional 1.0 weighting. For example, a student in a College Preparatory (CP)
course who makes a 93 would receive a 4.0 for the grade point ratio calculation, whereas a student in the Honors
section of the same course would earn a 4.5, and a student in the IB or Advanced Placement section of the course with a
93 would earn a 5.0 to reflect the additional rigor of these advanced course.

e The criteria for determining Honors graduates, including the selection of class valedictorians or salutatorians, is
determined by the local school district with consideration for the grade point ratio as determined by Uniformed Grading
Scale as part of the criteria.

e Students who withdraw from a course after the pre-determined time limit will receive a WF (61) that is included in the
grade point ratio calculation. The specified times are 5 days in a 90-day course, and 10 days in a 180-day course.

Current grades in courses carrying Carnegie units (credits) will be converted to the Uniformed Grading Scale according to the
following conversion table. If letter grades are the only existing record, conversions will be accomplished by using the conversion
system listed under report cards and transcripts. Those numerical grades may then be converted and given the appropriate
weight by using the table provided.

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Grade Point Average (GPA)

The South Carolina Uniformed Grading Scale is used to calculate the GPA and class rank for high school students and will
apply to all courses carrying Carnegie units, including units earned at the middle/junior high school level. GPA will be figured
uniformly in all schools using the following formula. The formula will yield each student’s GPA which can then be ranked from
highest to lowest rank in class. Computations will not be rounded to a higher number. All diploma candidates are included in
the ranking:

GPA = sum (quality points x units)
sum of units attempted

Other Grading Policies in the Uniform Grading Statutes

e The criteria for determining honor graduates, to include valedictorian and salutatorian, is a local decision.

e Life Scholarships are determined at the end of the senior year, however, local boards may establish earlier cut-offs (i.e.
7™ semester or 3 9 weeks of the senior year) for determining a rank for any local purpose.

e Beaufort County School District will use only the SC Uniform Grading Scale for determining GPA, class rank, and local
recognition.

e Using the first day of enrollment as a baseline, students who withdraw from a course within 3 days in a 45-day course, 5
days in a 90-day course, or 10 days in a 180-day course will do so without penalty.

e Students who withdraw from a course after the deadline will be assigned a WF (61) and the F will be calculated in the
student’s overall grade point average/ratio.

e The limitations for withdrawing from a course without penalty do not apply to course or course level changes initiated
by the administration of a school.

Exam Grading

Semester grades are determined by a weighted percentage of the two nine-week grades. Each of the two nine-week
grades will equal 50% of the semester grade. The semester exams will be calculated into the 2" nine weeks grade. A yearly or
final grade is determined by averaging the two semester grades unless a state end-of-course test is given, in which case that test
is 20% of the final grade and the two semester grades account for 80% of the final grade.
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Individual Class Ranking

All courses taken for high school graduation credit are included in the calculation of class rank. The instructional level of
each course, the student’s grade in each course and the total number of courses attempted are included in the computation of
class rank. Under the Uniform Grading Policy passed by the South Carolina State Board of Education in December of 1999, all
course grades are based on a state-defined grading scale with corresponding grade point values for each numerical grade. In
addition, the policy specifies that only courses taught at the Honors, Advanced Placement, International Baccalaureate and Dual
Enrollment in College may be awarded additional weighting values (.5 quality points for Honors and 1.0 quality points for
Advanced Placement, International Baccalaureate or Dual Enroliment College).

Repeating Courses
Students may re-take a course at the same difficulty level under the following conditions:
e  Only courses in which a D or an F (69 or below) was earned may be retaken.
e The course in which a D or an F (69 or below) was earned may only be retaken during the current academic year or no
later than the next academic school year.
e Students who repeat a course in which a D was earned will only receive credit for the repeated course grade
e The student’s record will reflect all courses taken and the grade earned with the following exceptions:

1. Students taking courses for a Carnegie unit prior to their 9t grade year may re-take any such course during their 9™
grade year. In this case, only the 9™ grade re-take grade will be used in figuring the student’s GPR and only the ot
grade attempt will show on the transcript. This rule will apply whether the grade earned is higher or lower than the
pre-9" grade attempt.

2. Students who are recommended for and successfully complete unit recovery as opposed to repeating an entire
course (see credit recovery policy).

Report Cards and Transcripts

All report cards and transcripts will use numerical grades for courses carrying Carnegie units. Transcripts and report
cards will show course title and level/type of course taken (i.e. CP English 1, Honors Algebra 2). When transcripts are received
from out-of-state (or in-state from other than public schools) and letter grades are recorded, a designated scale is used to
convert the letter grades: A=96,B=88,C=80,D =73, F=61.

If the transcript indicates that the student has earned a passing grade in any course in which he or she had a numerical
average lower than 70, that average will be converted to a 73 numerical grade on the new scale. See State Board of Education
Regulation 43-273 for complete information on transfers and withdrawals.

A grade of P (Passing) received from another school would be converted to a numerical designation based on
information from the sending institution as to the approximate numerical value of the “P.” The receiving school will make the
final determination regarding the conversion of a grade P into the uniform grading scale.

Suggested Programs of Study
The Education and Economic Development Act 2005 (EEDA) was written and passed by the South Carolina Legislature to
create the curriculum framework for kindergarten through post-secondary education. The EEDA requires high schools to:

e Organize the curriculum around 16 state career clusters with cluster majors that relate to career goals.

e Develop for each student and annually review an Individual Graduation Plan that outlines courses required for
graduation and preparation for post-secondary career aspirations, including extended learning opportunities in the
workplace or college.

e Implement the principles of the High Schools That Work Model.

e Provide every student access to a Career Development Facilitator (CDF) and Guidance Counselor to develop, review and
revise their Individual Graduation Plan (IGP). The plan should support their career choice with appropriate academic
courses. Every student is encouraged to take advantage of the opportunity to earn 32 credits while in high school.
Several career information programs such as SCOIS, PLAN, KUDER and Career Direction are available at the school to
assist students, Career Specialists and Guidance Counselors with this planning.
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Extended Learning Opportunities (formerly School-to-Careers)
In Beaufort County School District, all students have the following opportunities to explore career options outlined in their
Individual Graduation Plans (IGP’s) that will assist in the preparation of career choices and life-long learning:

Job Shadowing: A short-term experience (usually 3-6 hours) that allows the student to visit a work site and follow a
veteran employee to learn more about the actual world of work in a particular career field. No academic credit is
awarded for the experience.

Co-operative Education (by career cluster): Co-op is available to students who have successfully completed three or
more credits in an approved Career and Technology Program offered at their high school or the Academy for Career
Excellence. The student must be placed in a job directly related to the field of study being pursued. The student
completes their instruction at the worksite. If all state requirements are met, the co-op experience may be used as the
fourth credit in an approved CATE Completer Program. If the student’s performance and evaluations are not to
standard, NO credit will be awarded. Students must apply for Cooperative Education Credit Opportunity through the
Career Guidance Counselor or School-to-Career Coordinator at their school. A certified teacher in the field of study will
assist the student with their learning plan and monitor the student’s progress. Applications are reviewed and students
are interviewed prior to placement. Students are responsible for their own transportation to the worksite.

1-2 Unit(s) of Credit.

Senior Internship: Internships are available to seniors who are not part of a CATE Completer Program, but seek a credit-
based work experience in an area of verifiable career interest. Student Interns must work a minimum of 120 hours per
school year. The primary purpose of the internship is for the student to experience workplace expectations and receive
instruction in workplace competencies related to a specific career. Seniors may earn one elective unit of credit for the
internship if all standards are met satisfactorily. Students must apply for Senior Internship Credit Opportunity through
the career guidance counselor or School-to-Career Coordinator at their school. A certified teacher in the field of study
will assist the student with their learning plan and monitor the student’s progress. The Internship opportunity is
initiated by the student, but approval is required by the School-to-Careers (STC) Coordinator. The student must
complete 120 hours and all assignments to receive credit for the internship.

1 Unit(s) of Credit.

Service Learning: The Service Learning Credit Opportunity focuses on the development of leadership skills, community
action skills and volunteer service experience. Each student selects a local community-based service projects, and
volunteer-service hours take the place of classroom-based instruction. This may be arranged individually or in groups.
The course also includes background readings about community service and presentations by local community service
providers. Students are required to maintain a daily log of experiences and to write a paper on a topic related to their
community service. Students may choose to complete 60 or 120 hours of community service.

.5-1 Unit(s) of Credit

Early College Credit Opportunity Program (ECCO): This program is available to juniors and seniors who wish to pursue
study at the college level. Students will receive high school and college credit for successful course completion. Students
seeking admission to the ECCO Program must receive a satisfactory score on the TCL placement test (ASSET or
COMPASS) in order to participate. ECCO students register for TCL classes through their Guidance Counselor and the
School-to-Careers Coordinator. Students must take two or more courses at TCL which equals 6 (six) credits minimum.
Note: All ECCO classes receive IB/AP GPA weight.

Additional Educational and Career Assessments
Students participate in a number of educational and career assessments beginning in grade eight:

e EXPLORE — This assessment measures student achievement in four academic areas: English, math, reading and
science reasoning. Students also complete a comprehensive career interest inventory. EXPLORE results are useful
for parents and students in developing the Individual Graduation Plan. EXPLORE is usually taken in grade eight or
nine.
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e  PLAN — This assessment measures student achievement similar to EXPLORE and is usually taken in grade ten. The
same four academic areas are assessed: English, math, reading and science reasoning. PLAN also includes a
comprehensive career interest inventory. The PLAN is useful in predicting “readiness” to succeed in a first-year
college course. It is also useful in the review and revision of the last two years of the student’s Individual
Graduation Plan.

e PSAT — The Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test is the introductory
assessment that helps prepare students for the experience of taking the SAT. It introduces students to the format,
organization and type of questions found on the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT). Students can use their PSAT scores
to identify strengths and skill challenges prior to taking the SAT. The junior year scores are used to identify
semifinalists for the National Merit Scholarship Awards.

e SCOIS — The South Carolina Occupational Information System (SCOIS) is a computer-based program of current
career, educational and occupational information. Students may wish to complete a career interest inventory on
the SCOIS program and explore in excess of 1700 occupations. SCOIS also offers a college search application as well
as a scholarship search tool.

e KUDER — KUDER Career Planning System is a computer-based career planning system that offers such applications
as: Educational Planner, Note Taker, Planning Time Line, Occupations Search and Career Comparison, College Major
and Instructional Programs Search, College Search, Financial Aid Information and Scholarship Search and Resume
Builder.

e ASVAB - The Armed Services Vocational Assessment Battery (ASVAB) is a battery of aptitude tests that serves as the
Career Exploration Program for the Department of Defense. The ASVAB is comprised of ten tests and gives
composite scores in verbal, math and academic ability. The test is free to all high school students and is
administered by the military. The ASVAB Career Exploration Program is another resource to help students make
career plans and educational decisions. Students who plan to enter the military after graduation must take the
ASVAB.

South Carolina Public Colleges and Universities Minimum Requirements

College and university admissions requirements are increasingly stringent and differ from one institution to another. Students
who plan to enter a four-year college immediately after graduation should be aware of the specific entrance requirements for
the colleges in which they are interested. Students can determine admission requirements when they meet with their Guidance
Counselor and/or visit the websites for their college or university of choice. Students who plan to attend a four-year college will
be required to take a college entrance examination. Two widely recognized college entrance exams are the SAT published by The
College Board and the ACT published by the American College Testing program. Testing dates are announced by the guidance
department in your high school. In general, the following distribution of course credits will prepare a student for college
entrance.

Four Units of English:
At least two units must have strong grammar and composition components. Completion of College Preparatory English 1, 2, 3
and 4 will meet these criteria.

Four Units of Mathematics:

These include Algebra 1 (for which Math for the Technologies 1 and 2 may count together as a substitute if a student successfully
completes Algebra 2), Algebra 2, and Geometry. The fourth course should be selected from among Algebra 3/Trigonometry, Pre-
Calculus, Calculus, Statistics (at the College Preparatory level of higher), Discrete Math, IB Math Studies or IB Math SL and should
be taken during the senior year.

Three Units of Laboratory Science:

Two units must be taken in two different fields and selected from among Biology, Chemistry, or Physics. The third unit may be
from the same field as one of the first two units (Biology, Chemistry, or Physics) or from advanced Environmental Science with
laboratory for which Biology and/or Chemistry is a prerequisite. The Commission on Higher Education states that courses in Earth
Science, General Physical Science, or Introductory or General Environmental Science for which Biology and/or Chemistry is not a
prerequisite will not meet the requirement for laboratory science. It is also strongly recommended that students desiring to
pursue careers in science, mathematics, engineering or technology take one course in all three fields.
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Two Units of the Same Foreign Language:
Competitive colleges and universities such as Clemson and the College of Charleston require three units of foreign language.
Meet with your Guidance Counselor and also visit the website for the college or university of your choice for specific details.

Three Units of Social Science:
One unit of U.S. History, a half unit of Economics and a half unit in Government are required and one additional social studies
unit.

One Unit of Fine Arts:
One unit in Appreciation of, History of, or Performance in one of the fine arts.

One unit of Computer Science

Five Units in a Concentration of Electives:

Five college preparatory elective units (credits) must be taken in the concentration (cluster major) identified in your Individual
Graduation Plan.

One unit of Physical Education or JROTC
The College Admission Requirements Described Above Apply To The Following State-Supported Schools:

Clemson University USC-Columbia
College of Charleston USC-Lancaster
Francis Marion College USC-Salkehatchie
Lander College USC-Upstate

Note: Each institution may make exceptions in admitting 1) students who do not meet all of the prerequisites, limited to those
individual cases in which the failure to meet one or more prerequisites is due to circumstances beyond the reasonable control of
the student or 2) students who have taken the Career and Technology (Applied Academics) courses rather than the required
College Preparatory curriculum described above and who meet all other institutional admissions criteria.

South Carolina Scholarships

Palmetto Fellows Scholarship

A student may qualify for the South Carolina Palmetto Fellows Scholarship ( up to $6,700.00 during the first year and then up to
$7,500.00 for the remaining three years) if he/she meets the following criteria: a combined SAT score of 1200 (Math and
Reading) or an ACT score of 27; a 3.5 cumulative GPA on the Uniformed Grading System and be in the top 6% of his/her
sophomore or junior class, based on the Uniformed Grading System; or 1400 SAT / 32 ACT and 4.0 GPA based on the Uniformed
Grading System. Additional information is available through the guidance office.

LIFE Scholarship

A student may qualify for the South Carolina Life Scholarship (up to $5,000.00/year plus $300 book allowance) if he/she meets
two of the three following criteria: a combined SAT score of 1100 (Math and Reading) or an ACT score of 24; a 3.0 cumulative
GPA on the Uniformed Grading System by the end of the senior year; or be in the top 30% of his/her graduating class based on
the Uniformed Grading System. For two-year colleges and technical colleges a student may qualify for the cost of tuition plus
$300 book allowance with a “B” (3.0 GPA on Uniformed Grading System). Additional information is available through the
guidance office.

HOPE Scholarship

A student may qualify for the South Carolina Hope Scholarship (up to $2,500.00/year plus $300 book allowance) if he/she meets
the following criteria: a 3.0 cumulative GPA on the Uniformed Grading System by the end of the senior year. Additional
information is available through the guidance office.
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Lottery Tuition Assistance

A student may qualify for Lottery Tuition Assistance if they are a South Carolina resident for at least one year, are enrolled in at
least 6 credit hours per semester toward a degree, diploma or certificate, make adequate progress toward the completion of the
college credential and file a FAFSA. The amount is dependent on the number of eligible participants and total funding available.

Executive Summary
In May 2005, Gov. Mark Sanford signed the Education and Economic Development Act (EEDA)—new legislation designed to give
South Carolina students the education tools they need to build prosperous, successful futures.

Gaps between traditional academic preparation and the requirements of the globally competitive economy have led to
increasing challenges for students trying to achieve their post-graduation goals. The EEDA created Personal Pathways to Success,
combining high academic standards with enhanced opportunities to build real-life skills. The result will be a more versatile and
technologically sophisticated labor force that will bolster South Carolina’s economy.

The Personal Pathways program maintains the state’s established high school graduation requirements—17 required academic
core courses plus seven electives—but requires all students declare a career major through a course of study in one of 16 career
clusters. School partnerships with area businesses will provide students opportunities for hands-on, real-world work experience
in the field of their choice.

Focused on seamless K-16 education, Personal Pathways promotes career awareness and exploration beginning in elementary
school. In the 8th grade, students work with their parents or parental designees and guidance counselors to create Individual
Graduation Plans (IGPs) that reconcile their academic and post-graduation goals.

IGPs are adjusted annually to allow for a student’s continued academic growth and career exploration through high school.
Personal Pathways ensures seamless transition to post-secondary education by establishing articulation agreements among the
state’s high schools and two- and four-year colleges.

To effectively implement Personal Pathways, the EEDA mandates a variety of supporting initiatives, including that by 2010 all
South Carolina high schools be organized by the High Schools That Work (HSTW) or a comparable model. Personal Pathways will
also provide programs to identify and help at-risk students.

Additionally, online Regional Education Centers will be created across the state to connect students and educators with the
business community and align students’ post-graduation goals with the knowledge, skills and character traits required for real-
world success.

The role of school guidance counselors as student advocates and liaisons with the business community is being emphasized
through a funding increase that will allow middle and high schools to hire one guidance counselor for every 300 students—a
ratio experts say is ideal for student development.

The EEDA Coordinating Council was created to oversee the implementation of the Act. The Council represents the geographic
regions, ethnic, gender, rural and urban diversity of South Carolina. Representatives from the business and education
communities and the General Assembly serve on the Council’s six committees. Chairman Harry Stille presides over the Council’s
monthly meetings in Columbia.
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How It Works

Personal Pathways to Success will provide all public school students in South Carolina with the resources to identify, explore and
develop an education plan for their career and employment goals.

Created by the Education and Economic Development Act of 2005, Personal Pathways is an innovative way of connecting
academic studies with preparation for entering the workforce. This will enable students to explore and prepare for career
opportunities through a more relevant curriculum and firsthand experience, giving them a reason to be actively engaged in

school and in their futures.

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Individual Graduation Plan (IGP)

An Individual Graduation Plan is a road map that guides students toward their education, career and employment goals. IGPs
include general graduation requirements, as well as coursework and out-of-classroom learning opportunities related to a
student’s chosen cluster of study. IGPs also help students align high school courses with college entrance requirements. Still,
these plans are flexible and can change based on a student’s aspirations, abilities and interests.

Beginning in the 2006—-2007 school year, all 8th grade public school students will choose a cluster of study and write an IGP with
input from their guidance counselors and parents or parental designees.

Core Academic High School Requirements

(Common for All High Schools) Course Titles and Descriptions

English 1 1 unit

Students taking English | will develop skills in language through a sustained and structured study of classic and contemporary
literature. They will identify the characteristics that distinguish literary forms and explain the influence a historical period has on the
form, style, and theme of a written work. Students will synthesize, analyze, and critique reading selections and will build an
extended and specialized vocabulary. Their readings will include a variety of formats, and they will be expected to do oral
presentations. Student writings will include narratives, expository essays, and technical reports. English | students will select and
utilize techniques appropriate to the audience and the purpose for which they are writing. Students will be expected to conduct
research, gather and evaluate data from various sources

English 1 Enrichment Seminar 1 unit

(Use 301109CW as a code)

English 1 Seminar is designed for students who have not met state standards necessary for successful language arts performance on
the High School Assessment Program (HSAP). Emphasis is placed on essential standards within the context of reading and writing.
This course is elective credit only and does not satisfy the English 1 requirement for grade 9.

English1H 1 unit
Students taking English | Honors will accomplish all the tasks of those students in English | but with a more rigorous workload,
reading and interpreting more challenging selections and creating more in-depth compositions and projects

English 2 1 unit

Students taking English Il will develop skills in language through a sustained and structured study of classic and contemporary world
literature. They will explain the similarities and differences in literary structures and imagery as well as universal themes from
literature of different cultures. Students will continue to synthesize, analyze, and critique reading selections and should build an
extended and specialized vocabulary. Students will become competent at interpreting, comparing and contrasting, analyzing, and
applying information from various sources. Student writing will include expository essays and creative pieces in which word choice,
descriptions, and dialogue are emphasized. Grammar, usage, and mechanics will be taught in conjunction with writing instruction.
English Il students will critique professional and peer writing and will utilize analysis to refine their personal style.

English2 H 1 unit
Students taking English 1l Honors will accomplish all the tasks of those students in English Il but with a more rigorous workload,
reading and interpreting more challenging selections and creating more in-depth compositions and projects

English 3 1 unit

Students taking English 11l will extend their study of classic and contemporary literature by reading works of increasing complexity.
They will become independent readers, learning to negotiate meaning and extend their vocabulary through a wide range of texts.
Students will develop a thorough understanding of the themes and periods in the development of American literature. They will
evaluate the impact and use of literary elements such as conflict, plot, characterization, and irony, as well as imagery and other
forms of figurative language. Student writings should emphasize a greater depth of information, accuracy, and a clear organization
that supports the purpose of writing. Students will conduct research, gather and evaluate data from various sources, analyze and
synthesize research information, and cite their sources appropriately.

English 4 1 unit

Students taking English IV will extend their study of classic and contemporary literature and informational texts by reading works of
increasing complexity. They will become independent readers, learning to negotiate meaning and extend their vocabulary through a
wide range of texts. Students will be exposed to the major genres, themes, and periods of British literature. They will continue to
analyze the operation of literary elements such as conflict, plot, characterization, irony, and figurative language. Students will
conduct research to synthesize and apply information from various sources in order to support the ideas they are examining in their
writing. Students will write in a variety of genres and will evaluate their own work for effectiveness. Students will prepare a
research paper.
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English 4 AP Literature and Composition

AP English Language and Composition is a college level course. Students are expected to be interested in the study of writing and
polishing their own skills in this area. This course is designed to help students become skilled readers of prose written in a variety of
periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts and to become skilled writers who can compose for a variety of purposes. By their
writing and reading in the course, students should become aware of the interactions among a writer’s purposes, audience
expectations, and subjects, as well as the way generic conventions and the resources of language contribute to effective writing.
The purpose of the course is to enable students to read complex texts with understanding and to write prose that a rich enough and
complex enough for mature readers. NOTE: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

Advanced Academic Writing 1 unit (pending approval for 2010-2011)

This elective course is intended for students in grade 9 who have taken Advanced English Language Arts in middle school or students
in grade 10-12 interested in further developing their writing for academic audiences. The Advanced Academic Writing course
focuses on the development of writing in preparation for college level academic writing. The emphasis of the content is on the use
of logic as the basis for composing clear, cohesive, coherent and grammatically correct prose and text. Through the writing process
students will learn to locate and use research materials, properly cite references using the MLA method, compose drafts, proofread
drafts, use feedback, critique writing, revise and edit writing and prepare a final paper submission. Six types of writing are explored
and practiced through this course: argumentative, compare and contrast, descriptive, persuasive, narrative and summary. This
course is not a requirement for graduation, but is recommended for those students preparing for admission tests and application

to a four-year college or university.

Algebra 1 1 unit

This is the first course for all math students intending on a career path to college. Some topics of focus in this course include the use
of symbolic reasoning to represent mathematical situations, to express generalizations, and to study relationships among quantities
as well as the use of functions to represent and model problem situations as well as to analyze and interpret relationships. Graphing
calculators will be used extensively. The Algebra | End-Of-Course exam (EOC) will be given

Algebra 1 Enrichment Seminar 1 unit

(use 319909CW as a code)

Algebra 1 Seminar is intended for those students who have not met state standards consistent with successful math performance on
the High School Assessment Program (HSAP). Empbhasis is placed on the prerequisite skills and concepts necessary to understand
and apply mathematics and the problem-solving process for the study of Algebra 1. The course is for elective credit only and does
not satisfy the Algebra 1 requirement for grade 9 or 10.

Algebra 1 H

This course is designed to offer introductory algebra content to ninth grade students desiring preparation for the IB program or
rigorous formal background in mathematics. Successful completion of a state-mandated end-of-course exam is a requirement for
this course and is twenty percent of the final grade.

Geometry

Prerequisites: Algebra |

Geometry is the mathematical study of shapes, their properties, and their relationships. The course competencies are presented as a
one-year A/B block course that meets the state geometry standards. Geometry includes an in-depth study of reasoning, polygons,
congruence, similarity, right triangles, circles, area, volume, and transformations. Students also develop an appreciation for the
connections between geometry and other disciplines, such as art and architecture.

Geometry H

This course is designed for students preparing for academic or technical college experiences and for others desiring a formal
background in mathematics. Students will utilize mathematical proof in the development of two- and three-dimensional concepts
and properties. Honors Geometry is intended for students who have successfully completed Algebra | and Il, and are above-average
in mathematical capabilities.

Suggested prerequisite: Grade of C or better in Honors Algebra 1 and Il
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Algebra 2

Prerequisite: C or better in Geometry

Algebra 1l expands and strengthens the foundation skills established in Algebra I. Content covered includes Equations and
Inequalities, Algebraic, Exponential, Logarithmic, and Trigonometric Functions, Linear Algebra, Sequence and Series, and Conics.
Graphing calculators will be used extensively.

Algebra2 H
Algebra Il Honors is a rigorous approach to all Algebra Il topics as well as topics from Probability and Statistics. A sincere
commitment to independent learning is required.

Pre-Calculus

Prerequisite: B or better in Algebra Il

This course in designed to prepare students for Calculus. The principle objectives are to provide students with understanding of
Algebra and Trigonometry (with an emphasis on functions), and to show how Algebra and Trigonometry can be used to model real-
life problems and phenomena. Balance is attained among the algebraic, numerical, graphical, and verbal methods of representing
problems. Students must learn the value of each of these methods of representation and learn to choose the one most appropriate
for solving the particular problem under consideration. Graphing calculators will be used extensively.

Probabilities and Statistics

This course is designed to cover descriptive statistics, data analysis, inferences and predictions and basic concepts of probability.
Students are expected to use scientific calculators and/or computer software. This course is designed for students planning to
attend a 4 year college.

AP Probability, Statistics and Data Analysis

Four concepts are studied on a complex level: exploring data, planning a statistical study, anticipating patterns using probability and
simulations, and drawing statistical inferences. The course is equivalent to an introductory non-calculus college course in statistics.
The College Board determines the course description; therefore, the content of this course must adhere to those requirements. This
course is appropriate for students pursuing a degree in mathematics, engineering, psychology, sociology, health science or business.
All students must take the AP exam (at no charge) to possibly earn college credit.

Mathematics for the Technologies 1 (Algebra 1 Part 1) 1 unit

This course focuses on the practice and application of algebraic concepts and skills. Concepts are taught within the context of
technology and problem-solving. Topics include problem-solving techniques, estimation, measurement, geometry, data analysis,
statistics and the use of algebraic formulas. Students work with real numbers to solve linear functions, equations and inequalities,
operations with polynomials and graphing. Graphing calculators and software are used to solve problems and display data.
Students who complete both Algebra Part 1 and Algebra Part 2 will take the SC End of Course Examination for Algebra 1 (EOCP).

Mathematics for the Technologies 2 (Algebra 1 Part 2) 1 unit

Prerequisite: Mathematics for the Technologies 2 (Algebra 1 Part 2)

This course builds upon the content of Math for the Technologies 1 and focuses on using mathematics to solve linear and non-linear
functions. Students use linear functions, equations and inequalities, graphing, basic statistics, data analysis, radicals and quadratic
functions to solve problems. Graphing calculators and software are used to solve problems and display data. Upon completion of
Math for the Technologies 1 and 2 students have covered all content of Algebra 1 and will take the Algebra 1 End of Course
Examination (EOCP).

Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT/PSAT) Preparation Seminar .5 unit

This course is not required for graduation, but is recommended for any junior or senior who intends to apply to a four-year
college. This course focuses on the concepts, skills and test-taking strategies that will optimize performance on the SAT/PSAT.
Students will have the opportunity to learn to identify those areas of the examination where they can gain the most points. Practice
exams offer realistic testing circumstances that will sharpen students’ skills and help them get familiar with the types of test items
on the SAT/PSAT. Students will be oriented to the use of software that can analyze their practice exam and identify skill challenges.
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Physical Science

Physical Science serves as a foundation for other high school science courses. It is a laboratory course (minimum of 30% hands-on
investigation) that integrates principles of chemistry and physics. It emphasizes inquiry-based learning, process skills, and higher
order thinking. Chemistry units include composition and classification of matter, atomic structure position and the periodic table,
and chemical bonds and reactions, together with basic nuclear chemistry. Physics units include forces and motion, conservation of
energy, electricity and magnetism, and wave phenomena, characteristics, and behavior including electromagnetic and sound waves.
Investigative, hand-on lab activities that address the high school inquiry standards are featured. All students take the SC End of
Course Exam which determines 20% of their final grade.

Physical Science H

This course is designed for students performing at an advanced level in mathematics and science and involves intensive study of
physical science principles in preparation for further study in Honors and Advanced Placement high school science courses and
college science majors. Units of study include a semester of basic chemistry with topics in properties of matter, atomic structure,
and chemical reactions and a semester of basic physics with topics in energy, force, motion, machines, light, sound, electricity, and
magnetism. Exploration of these topics through hands-on lab work using research techniques in emphasized. All students take the
SC End of Course Exam which determines 20% of their final grade.

Biology

Biology is a lab course that emphasizes problem solving, decision making, critical thinking, and applied learning. Students explore
the concepts and principles of biology and apply these to issues in the workplace, in society, and in personal experiences. Concepts
developed in Biology include the cell; matter, energy, and organization; and the molecular basis of heredity. Investigative hands-on
labs address the high school inquiry standards. Biology is designed to be both academically rigorous and realistic for students
pursuing technical careers and for students planning to continue at the technical or collegiate level. Students wishing to pursue
careers in health and/or industrial fields are encouraged to complete a two-year sequence of applied biology. Instructors work with
occupational instructors and local businesses and industries to incorporate career and technology applications of life science.

Biology H

This rigorous course is designed for the college bound student planning a major in a scientific field. Biological concepts are studied
in great depth, and the student is required to apply these concepts to various situations and projects. This course serves as a
foundation for Biology 2, AP and/or a biology major in college. Topics covered include biochemical principles, cell structure, a survey
of the kingdoms, human anatomy and physiology, genetic principles, and the interrelationships of living things. Topics related to
human reproduction are studied which partially fulfills the state requirement for instruction in human sexuality.

AP Biology (BHS, BCHS)

This course is designed to be the equivalent of a (2) semester introductory college biology course usually taken by biology majors.
Students will complete extensive laboratory and essay requirements, and will have a fast-paced, in-depth curriculum. The two major
goals of this program are to help students develop a conceptual framework for modern biology and to help students gain an
appreciation of science as a process, while integrating the major themes of biology, and application of knowledge and critical
thinking to environmental and social concerns. The three primary areas are (1) molecules and cells, (2) heredity and evolution, and
(3) organisms and populations. Note: This course is yearlong and meets every day. The first semester is counted as an Honors credit
only. Note: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

Chemistry

Prerequisite: Algebra | and Geometry or Math Tech I-1ll Co-requisite: Algebra Il

Students study the structure and properties of matter as they explore chemical reactions, the structure of atoms, conservation and
interactions or energy and matter. This is a core science lab course and is designed for college bound students who are interested in
developing their scientific knowledge.
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AP Chemistry

Prerequisite: Algebra | and Geometry

Co-requisite: Algebra Il

This rigorous college-level course is designed for the accelerated student who plans to be a science, pre-med, or engineering major.
Students should attain a depth of understanding of fundamentals and a reasonable competence in dealing with chemical problems.
This course contributes to the development of the students’ abilities to think clearly and to express their ideas orally and in writing
with clarity and logic. Skills for this course are correlated with skills taught in Calculus. All students must take the AP exam (at no
charge) to possibly earn college credit.

Physics

This course is designed for the college bound non-physical science major. Emphasis is placed on developing a conceptual
understanding of physics concepts. Equations are used as a guide to thinking, rather than recipes for algebraic problem solving. This
course is designed as an active, hands-on approach to physics, focusing on the applications of physics to daily life. This course may
be taken prior to chemistry, or concurrently and meets requirements for college admissions. Topics covered include mechanics,
properties of matter, heat, electricity and magnetism, atomic physics, and nuclear physics. This is a lab class.

AP Physics

This is a college level non-calculus based physics course covering topics in both classical and modern physics. A knowledge of
algebra and basic trigonometry is required for the course. The basic ideas of calculus may be introduced in connection with physical
concepts, such as work and acceleration. This course is designed for students who may wish to major in a physical science field. It
will prepare students for the AP Physics B test. Topics included in the curriculum are Newtonian mechanics, fluid mechanics,
thermal physics, electricity and magnetism, waves, optics, atomic physics and nuclear physics. This course is yearlong and meets
every day. Note: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

Anatomy and Physiology

The course is for those students interested in pursuing a career in the health care field. The concepts of structure and function,
homeostasis, and body organization from building blocks of chemicals, cells, tissues, organs, and systems are stressed. Chemistry is
needed for the Biochemistry sections. Professionals from the biological arena will be invited in to provide students with up-to-date
knowledge and techniques utilized in the field. A minimum of five volunteer hours in an approved biological area will be required.
This course is designed for the college bound life-science major. This is a lab class.

Social Studies

Civics

The purpose of this course is to provide students with the skills and knowledge necessary to become responsible and effective
citizens. Students will develop a practical understanding of the different forms of government as well as how they impact their lives
as citizens. This course serves as a foundation for the US History course required for high school graduation.

While studying this course students will become aware of the political, and legal systems as well as their rights and responsibilities as
citizens. The goals of the course are drawn from disciplines of political science, history, geography and jurisprudence.

Civics Honors
This course is based on the Civics course at the college prep level and enhances it utilizing Document Based Questions, independent
research presentations, persuasive writing assignments and required supplemental readings.

World Geography

Both physical and cultural geography are studied, giving special attention to the divergent political, social, religious and economic
patterns of the multiple cultures which share the earth. Emphasis is placed on learning and the development of the five themes of
geography: location, place, movement human environment interaction and region. Students use source material, maps, charts, and
video/computer materials to enhance their knowledge of the subject matter. Emphasis is on developing study skills. The primary
focus will be on notebooks, worksheets, and map work.
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World Geography Honors
This course is designed to have students analyze source materials and develop writing skills. Rigorous research based assignments
and papers are required to help prepare students for future Honors and Advanced Placement social studies courses.

Global Studies 1l and Global Studies Il Honors
Global Studies | is a general survey of the development of major cultural and political areas of the nations of the world through 1650.
Geography strands are woven into the curriculum as students discover the role of place and environment in the shaping of human
destiny. Research, map reading, and chart making skills allow students to draw connections among world cultures and understand
the close relationship of literature and history.

US History

This course is designed to give the student a survey study of the people, events, and institutions that help form our nation. Emphasis
is given to the study of the Constitution of the U.S. and its effects on the lives of Americans. This course will also give the student a
practical study of the features and functions of economics and economic systems. Major emphasis is placed on the American System
and its effect on people living in the United States from the colonial period up to the 21st Century. The students will also be
prepared to take the state end of course exam, by closely following the state standards for US History.

US History H

This course is a comprehensive look at the history of the United States from the age of exploration to the present. Emphasis is
placed upon the revolutionary period, civil war and reconstruction era, gilded age, roaring twenties, depression, World War Il, Cold
War and the modern era into the 21st Century. Minimum of five hours of work per week. The state standards for US History will be
followed as the end of course exam will count for 20% of their final grade.

AP US History

AP U.S. History is a rigorous yet exciting college level survey of the triumphs and travails of the American experience. Part one will
concentrate on America’s colonial beginnings to the Civil War (1450-1865) while Part Two will focus on Reconstruction through the
Reagan years (1877-1988). Students will be exposed to a variety of American voices from all backgrounds including Jefferson and
Lincoln to more modern views from figures such as Eleanor Roosevelt and Martin Luther King Jr. Note: Students enrolled in this
course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

Government

Prerequisite: Global Studies I or Il, U.S. History

This course provides students the opportunity to acquire an understanding of American Government and political behavior. Content
will include an analysis of documents which shape our political traditions; a comparison of the roles of the three branches of
government at the local, state, and national levels; an understanding of evolving role of political parties and interest groups in
determining government policy; how the rights and responsibilities of citizens in a democratic state have evolved and been
interpreted; and the importance if civic participation in the democratic process.

Government H

Prerequisite: Global Studies I or Il, U.S. History

This course attempts to explain the character, organization and function of government at the national state and local levels. It also
focuses on the individual in society and his/her rights, responsibilities and opportunities. Government Honors is a course that will
involve the student in the procedure of government through the study of the conduct of elections, the activities of political parties
and general political functions. Extra reading and homework will be given to enhance the students' learning experience.

AP Government

Prerequisite: Global Studies | or IlI, U.S. History

Advanced Placement United States Government is a rigorous course designed to prepare students for the required AP examination
administered through the College Board in May. Success on this exam may qualify the student for college credit. AP Government
will cover the study of the Constitution, the creation of public policy through political parties, Congress, the presidency and the
federal courts. Emphasis will be on the accumulation of factual knowledge and the development of analytical skills to prepare
students to interpret sources and write persuasive essays. Students who choose to accept the challenge of this course should have a
commitment to improving their skills through extensive reading, writing and independent study. All students must take the AP exam
(at no charge) to possibly earn college credit.
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Economics

Prerequisite: U.S. History

This course includes a study of the ways society uses its limited resources to satisfy unlimited wants. Emphasis is placed on basic
economic problems, the market system and structures, the roles of labor, business and financial institutions, the roles of the
consumer and producer, international trade and the history of economic thought.

Economics H

Prerequisite: U.S. History

This course is designed to give the student a practical study of features and functions of economics and economic systems. Major
emphasis is placed on the American system and its effect on people living in the United States. Extra reading and homework will be
given to enhance the students' learning experience.

AP World History

Prerequisite: AP Human Geography or Global Studies Honors and Teacher Recommendation

The purpose of the AP World History course is to develop greater understanding of the evolution of global processes and contacts, in
interaction with different types of human societies. This understanding is advanced through a combination of selective factual
knowledge and appropriate analytical skills. The course highlights the nature of changes in international frameworks and their
causes and consequences, as well as comparisons among major societies. The course emphasizes relevant factual knowledge
deployed in conjunction with leading interpretive issues and types of historical evidence. The course builds on an understanding of
cultural, institutional, and technological precedents that, along with geography, set the human stage.

Physical Education

Physical Education | 1 unit

Prerequisites: none

This course gives students the opportunity to learn through a comprehensive and sequential program in accordance with the South
Carolina Content Standards for Physical Education. Students not only develop physically, but also emotionally, intellectually, and
socially as they are empowered to make choices and meet challenges. Students are required to have appropriate PE dress.

AP Course Summary

English 4 AP Literature and Composition (BHS, BLHS, HHIHS)

AP English Language and Composition is a college level course. Students are expected to be interested in the study of writing and
polishing their own skills in this area. This course is designed to help students become skilled readers of prose written in a variety of
periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts and to become skilled writers who can compose for a variety of purposes. By their
writing and reading in the course, students should become aware of the interactions among a writer’s purposes, audience
expectations, and subjects, as well as the way generic conventions and the resources of language contribute to effective writing.
The purpose of the course is to enable students to read complex texts with understanding and to write prose that a rich enough and
complex enough for mature readers. NOTE: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in
May.

English 3 AP Language and Composition (BHS, BCHS, BLHS, HHIHS)

This college level course develops critical reading, thinking, speaking and writing skills required in the AP program. Students study a
minimum of seven major works, along with essays and poetry by American authors. Students take the AP exam at the end of the
course.

AP Calculus (BHS)

Prerequisites: Honors Pre-Calculus or IB Math Methods

Calculus involves the continued study of functions, rates and accumulation. The College Board provides the syllabus for this course.
Content includes functions, graphs, limits, and first and second derivatives and their applications. Students take the AP exam at the
end of the course.
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AP Calculus AB (BCHS, BLHS) 1 unit

Prerequisite: B in Pre-Calculus H

This course covers a two-part curriculum in Calculus. The complete curriculum is an accelerated course designed for strong college-
bound students with intentions of pursuing some mathematical field of study and who have the determination to complete a course
comparable to one offered at the college freshman level. The primary focus of the first part will be on limits, derivatives,
applications of derivatives and integrals. The graphing calculator will be used extensively. Students may not leave this course at the
end of the fall semester without penalty. Note: Students enrolled in this course will take the AP Calculus AB Exam in May.

AP Calculus BC (BLHS)

Grade: 12 1 unit

Prerequisite: B in AP Calculus AB OR pass The AB exam

This course focuses on the calculus functions of a single variable. It includes all topics covered in Calculus AB plus additional topics
such as polynomial approximations and Series. The graphing calculator will be extensively used. Note: Students taking this course
will take the AP Calculus BC Exam in May.

AP Probability, Statistics and Data Analysis (BHS, BCHS, BLHS)

Prerequisites: Algebra Il or Pre-Calculus

In this challenging course students master the fundamental principles of probability and statistics and apply these principles to data
analysis. Topics include sampling, distribution, estimation, and hypothesis testing. The two main applications of statistics, describing
large masses of data and drawing conclusions from this data, are emphasized. Scientific calculators are required. The course is
equivalent to an introductory non-calculus college course in statistics. The College Board determines the course description;
therefore, the content of this course must adhere to those requirements. This course is appropriate for students pursuing a degree
in mathematics, engineering, psychology, sociology, health science or business. All students must take the AP exam (at no charge) to
possibly earn college credit. The AP exam is administered at the end of the course.

AP Computer Science A (HHIHS)

Pre-requisite: Computer Programming

This course covers topics from a first semester introductory college-level course in computer science. It emphasizes programming in
Java, programming methodology (including recursion), and procedural abstraction. Study also includes algorithms, data structures
and data abstraction. Note: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

AP Computer Science AB (HHIHS)

Prerequisite: This course explores topics from a full year introductory college level course in computer science. The course design
includes all the topics of AP Computer Science A as well as more in depth algorithm analysis (ig-OH notation) and dynamic data
structures. Note: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

AP Environmental Science (BLHS, HHIHS)

Grade: 11, 12 1 unit

Prerequisite: Algebra |, Geometry, Physical Science, Biology, and teacher recommendation.

This course is designed to provide students with interdisciplinary scientific principles, concepts and methodologies required to
understand interrelationships of the natural world. Students identify and analyze environmental problems both natural and man-
made, evaluate the associated risks, and examine alternative solutions. Quantitative analysis requires math skills. It is the
equivalent of a one semester, introductory college course.

AP Chemistry (BHS)

Prerequisite: Algebra | and Geometry

Co-requisite: Algebra Il

This rigorous college-level course is designed for the accelerated student who plans to be a science, pre-med, or engineering major.
Students should attain a depth of understanding of fundamentals and a reasonable competence in dealing with chemical problems.
This course contributes to the development of the students’ abilities to think clearly and to express their ideas orally and in writing
with clarity and logic. Skills for this course ar3 correlated with skills taught in Calculus. All students must take the AP exam (at no
charge) to possibly earn college credit.
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AP Physics (BLHS, HHIHS)

This is a college level non-calculus based physics course covering topics in both classical and modern physics. Knowledge of algebra
and basic trigonometry is required for the course. The basic ideas of calculus may be introduced in connection with physical
concepts, such as work and acceleration. This course is designed for students who may wish to major in a physical science field. It
will prepare students for the AP Physics B test. Topics included in the curriculum are Newtonian mechanics, fluid mechanics,
thermal physics, electricity and magnetism, waves, optics, atomic physics and nuclear physics. This course is yearlong and meets
every day. Note: Students enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

AP Human Geography (BHS, BLHS, HHIHS)

Prerequisites: Global Studies Il

Students are introduced to geography through a topical approach that teaches how humans interact with, adapt to, and change
their environment. Topics such as population, culture, migration, and political boundaries are discussed. Course work includes
extensive reading and essay writing. Students take the AP test at the end of the course.

AP Macroeconomics (BHS, HHIHS)

Prerequisites: AP U. S. History

Students analyze economic phenomena and predict what is likely to occur in the national and global economy. Extensive reading
outside of class is required. The AP exam is administered at the end of the course.

AP US History (BHS, BCHS, HHIHS)

AP U.S. History is a rigorous yet exciting, college level survey of the triumphs and travails of the American experience. Part one will
concentrate on America’s colonial beginnings to the Civil War (1450-1865) while Part Two will focus. on Reconstruction through the
Reagan Revolution (1877-1988). Students will be exposed to a variety of American voices from all backgrounds including Jefferson
and Lincoln to more modern views from figures such as Eleanor Roosevelt and Martin Luther King Jr. College. Note: Students
enrolled in this course will take a comprehensive College Board exam in May.

AP Government

Prerequisite: Global Studies | or Il, U.S. History

AP World History (BLHS, BCHS)

Prerequisite: AP Human Geography or Global Studies Honors and Teacher Recommendation

interaction with different types of human societies. This understanding is advanced through a combination of selective factual
knowledge and appropriate analytical skills. The course highlights the nature of changes in international frameworks and their
causes and consequences, as well as comparisons among major societies. The course emphasizes relevant factual knowledge
deployed in conjunction with leading interpretive issues and types of historical evidence. The course builds on an understanding of
cultural, institutional, and technological precedents that, along with geography, set the human stage

AP European History (BLHS, HHIHS)

Grade: 11, 12 1 unit

Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation; AP World History or AP US History

Advanced Placement European History is a rigorous college level survey of the trials and triumphs of modern Europe from the
Renaissance to modern times (1450-Present). Students will develop and refine their analytical skills through historical writing,
Socratic seminars by reading a variety of works including Machiavelli, Voltaire, Karl Marx, and Adolf Hitler. Coursework will be
designed to prepare students for the AP European History exam in May. All students enrolled in this course are required to take the
AP exam.
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AP Psychology (BHS, BCHS, BLHS, HHIHS) 1 unit

Prerequisites: Psychology

The AP Psychology course introduces students to the systematic and scientific study of the behavior and mental processes of human
beings and other animals. Students are exposed to the psychological facts, principles, and phenomena associated with each of the
major subfields within psychology. Students will have numerous outside readings to supplement the text and to add to their learning
of psychology. After completing the course, students may be eligible for up to six hours of college credit upon taking and passing the
national Advanced Placement Exam with a minimum score of 3.

AP Spanish Language (BHS, BLHS, HHIHS) 1 unit

Prerequisites: Spanish 11l Honors or Spanish IV Honors

As in the Spanish courses leading to the Advanced Placement course, students will be tested on the four language skills (listening,
reading, writing, and speaking). The AP philosophy and methods of teaching will be incorporated into the teaching of each skill.
Project-based learning is enhanced by the incorporation of technology. After completion of the course, students may be eligible to
earn college credit by passing the National Advanced Placement Exam with a score of three, four, or five.

AP French Language (BLHS, HHIHS) 1 unit

Prerequisite: C or better in French IV H and teacher recommendation

This course is designed to prepare students for the AP French Language Exam. It expands on comprehension and production of
French language skills, with focus on complex grammatical and structural language in formats of increasing variety and global scope.
Students summarize, analyze and synthesize information using a wide spectrum of sources (classroom interaction, media,
technology, etc.). The student will develop skills in expression with reasonable fluency and accuracy in written and spoken French.
This course is taught entirely in French.

AP Music Theory (BLHS, HHIHS)

Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation

This class is intended as a college preparatory class for college-bound music majors. This class can also be a good way for high
school students to determine if they want to pursue music as a career. It will cover fundamental and advanced aspects of music
theory and aural training. At the conclusion of the semester, students will take a nationally standardized test that would allow them
to receive college credit for this class.

AP Studio Art/photography (BCHS, BLHS, HHIHS)

Prerequisite: B or better in Photo Il H or Portfolio Review

The AP studio art program makes it possible for highly motivated high school seniors to do college level work. Students are required
to submit a portfolio of work, consisting of 24 quality artworks for evaluation at the end of the year, (first week of May) by the
College Board as a performance based visual exam. Each student develops and submits a portfolio that serves as a direct
demonstration of achievement. If the prerequisite is completed successfully then you already have your 12 breadth pieces showing
mastery of diverse media ready. Now it’s time to initiate your concentration; develop a series of 12 artworks showing growth and
discovery involved with a compelling visual concept. Textbook, notebook, hardbound black sketch book, portfolio and digital
portfolio, power points are kept. A $35.00 Lab Fee is required.

AP IB Computer Science SL (HHIHS) 1 unit

The International Baccalaureate Computer Science curriculum provides a rigorous framework for the exploration of problem solving
using computers. Students are expected to master the JAVA programming language and appropriate software design techniques
equivalent to the first programming course offered at many colleges. Each student will develop a Program Dossier to demonstrate
mastery of the basic computer science techniques including software design, coding, debugging, testing and documentation.

The vision of Battery Creek High School (BCHS) is to provide an engaging, relevant, and rigorous curriculum in a safe, orderly, and
diverse environment to ensure that each student will achieve his or her intellectual and creative potential and graduate with a clear
path of action to become a productive citizen.

For the 2011 — 2012 academic year, BCHS has developed an academy model that incorporates three areas of focus:

e Military Science and Leadership

e Arts and Humanities

e Engineering and Informational Technology
The three academies listed above have been developed to highlight strengths of the current instructional program while creating
new and developmentally appropriate learning opportunities for students attending BCHS. The three proposed academies are
wonderful avenues to establish and solidify a challenging curriculum that promotes college and career readiness.

Battery Creek High School will continue with its long standing tradition of being an International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma
Programme (DP) school. We are also an IB Middle Years Programme (MYP) school. In addition, BCHS is a Project Lead the Way
(PLTW) nationally certified engineering school, which affords our students the opportunity to earn college credit for engineering
courses at any South Carolina Technical College and select four year colleges and universities across the nation. In addition to these
offerings is an Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID) curriculum. This curriculum is particularly designed for students
who are “in the middle” who will accept the challenge of being stretched to higher levels of achievement.

It is our hope that our course offerings enable students to examine choices that are available to them. Students will hopefully be
able to establish a relationship between course prerequisites (entry requirements) and their background preparation to select a
course of study that enables them to pursue their educational and/or vocational goals.

When registering for courses, it is very important that parents participate in this process. Parents should be involved in the selection
of courses for students and sign registration forms in conjunction with their children. Ability levels may be recommended for
students, but the final decisions are for students and their parents. Parents, however, may be asked to sign waivers if they choose
to override recommendations that are in disagreement with their choices.

ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

The English program is designed to improve the student's awareness of the important role that the English language and its
literature play in his/her life and of its uses in public and private discourse. The English program emphasizes the development of the
powers of comprehe-nsion, critical thinking, coherence, cogency, and fluency in the expression and communication of ideas through
oral and written communication. At the same time, the program is designed to provide experiences and activities, particularly in
literature, that will help the student become a discriminating reader. Literature that has been selected for its richness of texture and
its excellence of content and style will promote growth in imagination and aesthetic appreciation and life-long learning, as well as
provide enjoyable leisure time activities.

SAT Verbal Preparation % unit

This course will prepare juniors and seniors for the verbal portion of the SAT and other standardized tests. This course does not
count as an English unit.

Prerequisite:

1* semester: Junior and senior status

2" semester: Junior or sophomore status

Speech 1 unit

This course provides instruction in the fundamentals of argumentation and problem solving. The content includes, but is not limited
to, instruction in logical thinking, organization of facts, and speaking skills. Students practice research skills related to debate topics
and also participate in frequent debate situations. Students must have demonstrated competence in English by having grades of C
or better at the college prep level. This course does not count as an English unit.

Mythology % unit

This multicultural class will focus on the study of ancient Greek, Roman, and Norse myths, with additional emphasis on examination
of tales from African, Celtic, Arabian, and Native American cultures. Students will read about, discuss, research, and write about the
expression of myths in poetry, music, film, and art. This course does not count as an English unit.

Suggested prerequisite: Sophomore standing

Creative Writing % unit

This course is designed to encourage students who enjoy imaginative writing and to provide an outlet for their creativity. Instruction
will be provided in the development of poetry (both traditional and non-traditional), short fiction, and drama. Students must
maintain at least a "C" average in their English class. This course does not count as an English unit.

Prerequisite: English 1

AP Literature and Composition 1 unit

AP English Language and Composition is a college level course. Students are expected to be interested in the study of writing and
polishing their own skills in this area. This course is designed to help students become skilled readers of prose written in a variety of
periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts and to become skilled writers who can compose for a variety of purposes. By their
writing and reading in the course, students should become aware of the interactions among a writer’s purposes, audience
expectations, and subjects, as well as the way generic conventions and the resources of language contribute to effective writing.
The purpose of the course is to enable students to read complex texts with understanding and to write prose that a rich enough and
complex enough for mature readers.

AP Language and Composition 1 unit

This college level course develops critical reading, thinking, speaking and writing skills required in the AP program. Students study a
minimum of seven major works, along with essays and poetry by American authors. Students take the AP exam at the end of the
course.

Journalism 1 1 unit

Journalism 1 is basic newspaper writing. Students in Journalism 1 will write news, sports, and feature articles for inclusion in a
student newspaper if interest warrants. Students should enjoy writing and have demonstrated proficiency in English by attaining a
grade of “C” or better at the college prep level or have approval of the journalism teacher. This course does not count as an English
unit.

This course is for students in grades 10-12.
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BATTERY CREEK HIGH SCHOOL

Journalism 2 1 unit

Journalism 2 is an intermediate level of newspaper writing. Students in Journalism 2 will write for and produce the Dolphin Watch,
the student newspaper. Students learn to write columns and editorials in addition to news, sports, and feature articles. The basics
of newspaper design and layout are part of the curriculum. This course does not count as an English unit.

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Journalism 1

Yearbook Production

This course is designed to further enhance students’ skills in desktop publishing. Students are expected to design double page
spreads; write informative, creative, and interesting stories; research and interview students and staff; organize materials to meet
deadlines; write descriptive, entertaining captions; sell ads to local businesses; take photographs; and crop and select appropriate
photographs. This class is also responsible for producing Battery Creek’s yearbook, Delphis. The course is limited in size and based
on an application process. This course does not count as an English unit.

Prerequisite: English 1 and English 2

ESOL1 1 unit

This ESOL course is devoted to teaching English to speakers of other languages. This class is for students with English language skills
on a beginner’s level. Students build their language skills and practice reading, writing, speaking, and listening; as well as study
language syntax, lexicology, phonetics, and phonology. ESOL | students begin to acquire learning strategies in order to interact with
the written language.

ESOL 2 1 unit

This course is devoted to teaching English to speakers of other languages. This class is designed for the intermediate level ESOL
student. Students build their language skills and practice reading, writing, speaking, and listening; as well as study language syntax,
lexicology, phonetics, and phonology. Specific learning strategies are taught in order to help the student master content area subject
matter.

ESOL3 1 unit

This course is devoted to teaching English to speakers of other languages. This class is for students with English language skills on
upper intermediate level. Students build their language skills and practice reading, writing, speaking, and listening; as well as study
language syntax, lexicology, phonetics, and phonology. High priority is placed on acquiring the necessary tools for mastering
composition and expository writing.

ESOL4 1 unit

This course is devoted to speakers of languages other than English. This class is for students with English language skills on advanced
level. Students build their language skills and practice reading, writing, speaking, and listening; as well as study language syntax,
lexicology, phonetics, and phonology. High priority is placed on acquiring the necessary tools for mastering composition and
expository writing.

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ENGLISH DEPARTMENT ELECTIVES

Yearbook Production 1 Unit

Prerequisite: English 1

Grade: 10,11, 12

This course is designed to further enhance students’ skills in desktop publishing. Students are expected to design double page
spreads; write informative, creative, and interesting stories; research and interview students and staff; organize materials to meet
deadlines; write descriptive, entertaining captions; sell ads to local businesses; take photographs; and crop and select appropriate
photographs.

Grade: 10, 11, 12

Student’s study and practice writing more complex stories; such as features, profiles, follow-up stories, and sidebars. Topics will
include editing, news judgment, headlines and makeup. Students are required to write for the school newspaper and produce
monthly issues.

Speech 1 unit

This course provides instruction in the fundamentals of argumentation and problem solving. The content includes, but is not limited
to, instruction in logical thinking, organization of facts, and speaking skills. Students practice research skills related to debate topics
and also participate in frequent debate situations. Students must have demonstrated competence in English by having grades of C
or better at the college prep level. This course does not count as an English unit.

SAT Verbal Preparation % unit

This course will prepare juniors and seniors for the verbal portion of the SAT and other standardized tests. This course does not
count as an English unit.

Prerequisite:

1st semester: Junior and senior status

2nd semester: Junior or sophomore status

MATH DEPARTMENT ELECTIVES

CP Pre-Calculus 1 unit

This course is designed to offer more advanced algebraic concepts and trigonometric content to college preparatory students and to
others desiring a formal background in mathematics. CP Pre-Calculus is intended for above-average students who have successfully
completed Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2.
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Pre-Calculus Honors 1 unit

Prerequisites: Success completion of Algebra | Honors and Algebra Il Honors and Geometry Honors.

This course is designed for students who will be taking Early College Courses or calculus post secondary. This course focuses on the
development of students’ ability to understand and apply the study of functions and advanced mathematics concepts to solve
problems. Graphing calculators are an integral part of all instruction.

CP Calculus 1 unit

This course is designed for the student who wishes to continue his/her mathematical pursuits that expand on skills acquired in
Algebra 1, Algebra 2, geometry, and Pre-calculus. The course will expose students to topics covered in first semester university level
calculus courses for non-science majors. This is not a preparatory course for the AP Calculus exam.

Math SAT Preparation 1/2 unit
This course is designed for juniors and seniors who wish to do well on the SAT test and to improve their scores. The course will help
students improve their weakest math skills.

SCIENCE DEPARTMENT ELECTIVES

CP Chemistry 2 1 unit

Chemistry 2 is a senior-year, second chemistry course that is designed to be the equivalent of a first year general chemistry college
course. Prerequisites include a strong interest in chemistry, good preparation in Chemistry CP and a solid algebra background
(Counts as a lab science course.) Prerequisite: Physical Science, Biology 1, Chemistry 1, and Algebra 1

SOCIAL STUDIES DEPARTMENT ELECTIVES

CP Sociology

Grade Level: 11th or 12th 1 unit

Sociology is the study of society. Topics of study include: ¢ Cultural and social structure  The individual in society ¢ Social inequality
¢ Social institutions ¢ The changing social world

CP Psychology

Grade Level: 11th or 12th 1 unit

This course defines the science of psychology and describes its history and covers basic psychological concepts, principles, and
theorists. Emphasis is also placed on the understanding of human relationships and individual processes of learning, development,
and adjustment.

WORLD LANGUAGES DEPARTMENT

CP Spanish | 1 unit

Spanish 1 is an elective one-year course offered to any student who has maintained at least a C average in his/her previous English
class. The primary objective of the course is the development of skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing Spanish on a basic
level within a limited vocabulary context. The course will also instill in students an awareness of cultural similarities and differences
with respect to the United States vis-a-vis Latin America and Spain. Techniques of language study are emphasized so that skills
learned may be applied to subsequent study of other foreign languages. Although aural-oral methods of instruction are emphasized,
some traditional methods are utilized.

WHALE BRANCH EARLY COLLEGE HIGH SCHOOL

CP Spanish Il

Prerequisites: Spanish | 1 unit

Spanish 2 is an intermediate course recommended for seniors and other students who are completing their two-year minimum
world language requirement for admission to college. The primary objective is the continuing development of listening, speaking,
reading, and writing skills begun in Spanish 1. Increased emphasis is placed on reading and writing skills as students explore more
complex use of the language. Composition skills are developed to a limited degree. Growing emphasis is placed on the similarities
and differences between Hispanic and North American cultural attitudes.

Honors Spanish Il 1 unit

Prerequisites: Spanish I and Il

Spanish Il is an advanced course offered to students who have successfully completed Spanish Il. The primary objective is to develop
the students' language skills to a degree of proficiency that will enable them to function in a Spanish-speaking environment and to
enter advanced programs in Spanish. Listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills are intensively emphasized. Vocabulary is greatly
expanded. The tenses of the language that were not covered in Spanish Il are thoroughly utilized. Culture is explored through
exposure to Hispanic projects. Students read and discuss poetry, short stories, and newspaper articles and selected readings in the
target language. Writing skills are developed through frequent compositions.

Honors Spanish IV

Prerequisites: Spanish |, 11, llI 1 unit

This course is the fourth year of the systematic study of the Spanish language. Having completed the study of the grammar and basic
vocabulary of the language in the first four years will use the language to read about and to discuss significant literary, philosophical,
political, and environmental issues in Spanish. Class will be conducted entirely in Spanish using the full range of lexical and syntactic
structures expected of students in third-year college courses in composition and conversation for world-language majors. As such,
students will use an anthology of writings in Spanish featuring essays on a variety of topics, short stories, and poetry. Grammar will
be reviewed as needed.

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

Physical Education 1 1 unit

The student in the Physical Education 1 program will: 1) develop competency in a team and individual sport; 2) participate in a
physical fitness program; 3) develop a personal fitness program; 4) participate in a recreational or personal activity outside the
physical education program. All students are required to dress for and participate in the daily activities.

Physical Education Il 1 unit
Prerequisites: Physical Education |
This course is a continuation of Physical Education I. Units of instruction include health, fitness, and individual and group activities.

Health % unit

Health is a required semester course. Students study health maintenance not merely to prevent disease, but the promotion of
wellness. Activities enable students to develop decision-making skills and individual responsibility for one’s health. The class offers
opportunities for students to develop and demonstrate health-related knowledge, attitudes, and practices. They study integration of
the physical, mental, emotional, and social dimensions of health as the basis for study of other topic areas, such as consumer,
environmental, and nutritional health.
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Weight Training | 1 unit

This course is designed to teach proper lifting techniques and development of meaningful and well-designed workout sessions.
Lifting will be coordinated with cardiovascular activities, stretching and flexibility exercises with the goal of complete development.
A student may be granted three credits combined Physical Education and Weight Training.

Weight Training Il

Prerequisite: Weight Training | 1 unit

This course is designed to build on experience gained in Weight Training | with greater emphasis on improvement of general athletic
skills. Programs will be organized to coordinate skill improvement in sports in which students participate.

Weight Training Il

Prerequisite: Weight Training Il 1 unit

This course is designed to build on experience gained in Weight Training Il with greater emphasis on improvement of general athletic
skills. Programs will be organized to coordinate skill improvement in sports in which students participate.

Weight Training IV

Prerequisite: Weight Training IlI 1 unit

This course is designed to build on experience gained in Weight Training Ill with greater emphasis on improvement of general
athletic skills. Programs will be organized to coordinate skill improvement in sports in which students participate.

MARINE CORPS JUNIOR ROTC

The MCJROTC courses of instruction emphasize leadership education. Although it is an academic course, training in drill, ceremonies,
marksmanship and physical fitness are included. This course satisfies the physical education requirement for a South Carolina State
Diploma.

**NOTE** All Cadets enrolled in MCJROTC must maintain acceptable standards of academic achievement, conduct, and grooming
as prescribed by governing directives for continued participation, as determined by the Senior Marine Instructor (SMI).

MCJROTCLE 1 1 unit

Prerequisite: Pass initial physical fitness test with physical exam along with an interview by Senior Marine Instructor and maintain a
C average (subject to waiver by SMl)

The LE | course of study provides an extensive introduction to the United States Marine Corps. Major emphasis is placed on
citizenship, close order drill (COD), physical training (PT), Marine Corps customs and courtesies, personal growth and responsibilities,
uniform clothing and equipment, marksmanship, and initial classes of Marine Corps history. Cadets will be required to wear the
prescribed Marine Corps uniform while adhering to the proper Marine Corps grooming standards. In addition to normal class work,
the ROTC program sponsors several after school programs throughout the year including Cadet Color Guard, Drill Teams, and
Marksmanship Teams that represent the school during numerous community events throughout the year. These teams compete
with other school JROTC programs during invitational drill meets. This course is accepted by the state of South Carolina as a
replacement/substitute for the physical education requirement for graduation.
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MCJROTCLE Il 1 unit

Prerequisite: For advancement to this level a cadet must have successfully completed LE 1 with a final grade of “C” or better.

The LE 1l course of study provides the Cadet an opportunity to build on the knowledge and skills previously taught during the LE |
year, but include intensive in depth study in leadership techniques, Marine Corps history and added study on citizenship, Drug and
alcohol prevention/abuse, public service and career exploration and rank structures of the Departments of the Navy, Army, and Air
Force. In addition, the curriculum includes subjects such as physical training, marksmanship, land navigation/map reading, and the
Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ). LE Il students are placed in positions of increased responsibility that contribute directly to
the daily functioning of the battalion. Cadets will continue to wear their uniforms once a week while meeting the Marine Corps
uniform and grooming standards

MCJROTC LE 11l 1 unit

Prerequisite: For advancement to this level a cadet must have successfully completed LE 2 with a final grade of “C” or better.

The LE Il course of study continues to emphasize instruction in physical Training, Close Order Drill, Marksmanship Training. Cadets
will continue to be placed in situations of increased responsibility while being assigned to billets on the battalion staff. Increased
emphasis will be placed on civic responsibilities, national defense, and career preparation, opportunities in public service, service
etiquette, and continued study in Marine Corps History. LE Ill Cadets will continue to be required to wear the prescribed uniform on
a weekly basis while adhering to Marine Corps uniform and grooming standards. During the LE Ill year, cadets will be required to
organize, supervise, and conduct weekly scheduled uniform and personnel inspections.

MCJROTCLE 4 1 unit

Prerequisite: For advancement to this level a cadet must have successfully completed LE 3 with a final grade of “C” or better.

The LE IV course of study places strong emphasis on all aspects of leadership with a increased expectation in the supervision of the
junior cadets under their command. LE IV cadets are placed in billets of increased responsibilities and are expected to organize and
run the battalion in accordance with Marine Corps regulations and school policies with supervision and advice provided by the
Senior Marine Instructor. LE IV Cadets will directly supervise all facets of training within ROTC and are expected to meet and exceed
the Marine Corps grooming standards while setting the example for junior Cadets in accordance with current Marine Corps JROTC
rules and regulations.

DRIVER’S EDUCATION

Driver’s Education % unit

Driver Education is an elective semester course. The course is open to students age fifteen and above. The course is divided into
three sections: 30 hours of classroom instruction; 12 hours of simulated driving time; and 6 hours of “in-car” instruction (3 hours of
observation and 3 hours of “behind-the-wheel” instruction.) The course requires that each student obtain a South Carolina driver’s
permit before he or she is allowed to complete the “behind-the-wheel” portion of the course.
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VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS DEPARTMENT

VISUAL ARTS
Design |
Prerequisite: Introduction to Art 1 unit

Design 1 is intended for students who have had the basics of art to develop their interest and aptitude in the principles of design.
Emphasizing the six standards of discipline based art education; students will have a wide range of design experiences to include
drawing, painting, and model making. Following the principles of design will enhance student appreciation of cultural history and
heritage as indicated by the scope and sequence of the course.

Drawing 1

Prerequisite: Introduction to Art 1 unit

This course is designed for students who have mastered the basic concepts and skills of the elements of art. Students who take the
course should have a strong desire to develop their skills in a variety of drawing techniques and mediums. Emphasizing the state
standards of visual arts, students will develop their techniques by using contour line, positive/negative space, perspective, pattern
and design and a wide range of two-dimensional mediums.

Drawing Il

Prerequisite: Introduction to Art and Drawing 1 1 unit

Drawing Il is designed for students who have mastered the basics of Drawing | and who have a strong interest in further
advancement of their drawing skills and techniques. Emphasizing the six components of discipline based art education; students will
undertake advanced drawing projects in perspective, realistic value drawings, portraits, positive/negative space, textures and other
two-dimensional design problems.

Drawing lll

Prerequisite: Introduction to Art and Drawing | and Il 1 unit

Drawing Il is designed for students who have mastered the basics of Drawing 1 and 2 and who have a strong interest in further
advancement of their drawing skills and techniques. This course is highly recommended for college-bound students planning to
major in art. Emphasizing the six components of discipline-based art education, the course is designed for students who have
mastered the basic concepts and skills of realistic drawing. Students will undertake advanced drawing projects in perspective,
realistic value drawings, portraits and figure drawing, positive/negative space, textures and other two-dimensional design problems.

Painting |

Prerequisite: Introduction to Art 1 unit

Painting is designed for students who have had the basics of art and have an interest in developing a variety of skills in painting.
Emphasizing the six components of discipline based art education, students will have a wide range of visual art experiences by
learning to use painting techniques and color theory.

Sculpture 1

Prerequisite: Introduction to Art 1 unit

This course is planned to provide students with an understanding of the fundamentals of sculpture as a fine art. Students will
develop knowledge and skills in the six standards of discipline based art education in the context of three-dimensional forms as
defined in the South Carolina Visual and Performing Arts Framework. They will learn the procedures for working with various media
within a problem solving and cultural/historical context.
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PERFORMING ARTS

Band | 1 unit

Beginning Band is open to all students with no prior instrumental training. The focus of the course will be on the fundamentals of
wind and percussion instrumental performance with the goal of preparing these students for participation in one of the advanced
instrumental classes. Students must demonstrate that they have a properly functioning instrument and necessary supplies prior to
the beginning of the course.

Band Il

Prerequisite: Recommendation of the middle school band director or audition 1 unit

Concert Band is for all ninth grade students who have participated in band at the middle school level as well as for upperclassmen
that have not auditioned successfully for Symphonic Band. Enrollment is by recommendation of the middle school band director.
Emphasis is placed on learning basic techniques and performing grade 3 and 4 literature.

Band Il

Prerequisite: Audition 1 unit

Symphonic Band is for students who: 1. are at an advanced performance level; 2. can schedule their time for participation in
contests and festivals; 3. want to progress at an accelerated rate. The Symphonic Band performs three concerts per year and
competes in SCBDA-sponsored festivals. Enrollment is by audition. Emphasis is placed on developing advanced techniques and
performing grade 4 & 5 literature.

Band IV

Prerequisite: Audition 1 unit

The Symphonic Band is a continuation of Band 3. The Symphonic Band performs three concerts per year and competes in SCBDA-
sponsored festivals. Enrollment is by audition. Emphasis is placed on developing advanced techniques and performing grade 4 & 5
literature.

Choir | 1 unit

Beginning choir is open to all students with an interest in performing. No formal audition is required. This course is designed
especially for those students with no previous choral experience. Emphasis is put on beginning choral techniques, breathing, note
and rhythm reading, and standard choral repertoire.

Choir Il 1 unit

Prerequisite: Beginning Choir, prior choir class or audition

This course is open to all students by audition, with at least one year of choral experience preferred. Music studied will encompass
all major music eras, focusing on the standard classical repertoire. Sight reading and ear training will be emphasized.

Choir lll

Grade Level: 10-12 1 unit

Prerequisite: Concert choir and audition

Audition and teacher recommendation are required. A cappella techniques will be an integral part of the class, and the music
repertoire will reflect a variety of contemporary sounds, including jazz, and pop.
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Choir IV

Grade Level: 10-12 1 unit

Prerequisite: Vocal audition and commitment.

This is a choral group that sings a diverse mix of choral music ranging from Modern to Jazz choreography. Staging, props, costumes,
and vocal techniques are components of the class that are intensely emphasized.

CAREER AND TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

Titles and Descriptions for Electives in Sequence by State Career Clusters
Keyboarding (or have documented equivalent skill) is a required prerequisite for all Business and Marketing Technology (B/M/T)
Classes.

To be considered a Completer in any of these Majors, a student must earn a total of four units made up of the required courses in the
major plus as many additional half or whole units in CATE as needed.

CATE CAREER CLUSTERS AND MAJORS

Career clusters help students acquire the knowledge and skills they need to reach their personal career goals. They organize what
students learn in school around specific professional fields. South Carolina recognizes 16 career clusters offered at various schools
across the state.

Each cluster consists of career majors, which are based on groups of professions that require similar talents, knowledge, and skills.
Each major provides the required courses, instruction, and experience necessary to move toward employment in a specific
occupation, either right after high school or after additional education in college, the military, or elsewhere.

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BUSINESS, MANAGEMENT, AND ADMINISTRATION

Computer Applications 1 1 unit

**This course is a combination of Keyboarding and Computer Applications designed for first time ninth graders. ** This course is
designed to provide an opportunity for students to master the skill of entering alphabetic, numeric, and symbolic information on
a keyboard and a ten-key pad using the touch method of key stroking. Emphasis is placed on development of accuracy and
speed, proper techniques, and correct fingering. The student will develop skill in formatting letters, memoranda, reports, tables,
and other business documents. Students are also taught introductory competencies in the use of database, spreadsheet, word
processing, and graphics applications software in analyzing and solving business-related problems. Other content areas include
components of computer systems and the impact of computers on businesses and individuals. The microcomputer is used as the
primary tool.

Entrepreneurship

Prerequisite: Marketing 1 unit

This course is designed to introduce students to basic business principles and business ownership. Students explore economic
basics, such as supply and demand, cost/benefit analysis, competitive advantage and opportunity recognition. A cornerstone of
the program is gaining the knowledge and skills necessary to develop a business plan for small business ownership. This course
was developed in conjunction with the National Foundation for Teaching Entrepreneurship.

Accounting | 1 unit

This course is designed to help the student develop the skills necessary for the highly technical interaction between accounting
and business, to develop an understanding of the steps of the accounting cycle as applied to several different kinds of business
operations, and to develop an understanding of accounting concepts, principles, and practices. Use of the computer in simulated
activities gives the student an opportunity to see the advantages of technology in accounting procedures.

Accounting Il

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Accounting 1 1 unit

This course expands the student’s understanding of accounting subsystems and develops an understanding of various methods
of internal control procedures. Students develop competence in preparing financial statements and skill in performing end-of-
period procedures. The student will demonstrate the use of accounting principles through the use of computer software and
simulated activities. Students are encouraged to participate in school-to-work transition programs and to continue their work at
a two-or-four year college. Open to students in grades 10, 11, and 12.

Integrated Business Applications 1 1 unit

Prerequisite: Keyboarding or Business Computer Applications (A speed of at least 35 wpm is recommended as the basis for
building the skill and speed necessary for MOS certification.)

This course of study is designed to teach the student computer concepts as related to processing data into useful information
needed in business situations by using database, spreadsheet, word processing, and presentation software. Because the design
of this course is to prepare students for Microsoft Office User Specialist (MOS) Certification, the emphasis is on speed, accuracy,
and production using proper keyboarding techniques.
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Business Finance

Prerequisite: Accounting | 1 unit

This course is designed t provide students with a foundation in corporate business finance concepts and applications including
fundamentals, financial environment, management planning, maintenance and analysis of financial records, long and short term
financial activities, financial business activities, financial institutions and banking services, consumer credit, business insurance,
technology and financial management, and international finance.

Business Law 1 unit

Prerequisites: Sophomore

This course is designed to provide the student with knowledge of the legal environment in which a consumer operates and to
provide the student with knowledge of legal principles.

EDUCATION AND TRAINING

Child Development 1 1 unit

This course covers prenatal development though focuses on children’s physical, intellectual, emotional-social development. The
prenatal stage of development is a major portion of this course, as it is widely recognized that quality of life begins before
conception. Related topics include teen parenting and responsibility and changing family roles.

Child Development 2 1 unit

Prerequisite: Child Development 1

This course covers the developmental needs in the ages and stages of a child’s growth while emphasizing positive parenting
skills. Work and family issues are addressed, as are problems involving developmental and educational delays. This course is for
the mature student interested in the serious responsibility of caring for young children.

Early Childhood Education |

Prerequisite: Child Development 1 and 2 1 unit

Recommended Grade Levels: 10-11

This course provides an in-depth study of the pre-school child through classroom work, observation, and supervised interaction
with children in area pre-schools. Students will learn and practice effective skills for understanding communication, positive
discipline, and encouraging discovery learning with young children as well as appropriate guidance techniques. This course is
recommended for students who are interested in careers working with children. Student enrollment is limited.

Early Childhood Education Il 1 unit

Prerequisite: Early Childhood Education |

This course is designed for students who have successfully completed Early Childhood 1. Students will assume more
responsibility in planning and interacting with children. This course meets in a double block both semesters to provide
opportunity for field work and also to meet state competency requirements. Successful completion of this course leads to a State
of South Carolina completer certificate and preparation for the national Child Development Associate credential. Enrollment is
limited. Red Cross CPR is a required component.
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Introduction to Teaching

Prerequisites: Child Development 1 and/or 2 1 unit

Recommended Grades: 10 or 11

Introduction to Teaching Level 1 is designed to prepare students for employment and/or postsecondary opportunities in the
education field. The program provides instruction in the teaching profession, communication skills, human growth and
development, planning and instructional strategies, and school-societal relationships. Technology is integrated throughout the
course work. Participation in student organizations Future Educators Association (FEA) and Family, Careers, and Community
Leaders of America (FCCLA) greatly enhance the learning experience.

Teacher Cadet 1 unit WBECHS & 3 college credits USCB
Prerequisites:

e Senior status

e Cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better in a college prep program

e Passing Exit Exam scores

e Letter of acceptance into the program from the current Teacher Cadet teacher following the application process.
The Teacher Cadet course is designed to introduce students to the teaching profession. Its main purpose is to encourage
students who possess a high level of academic achievement and the personality traits found in good teachers to consider
teaching as a career. Students are exposed to teaching careers and the education system through class discussion, projects,
observation, participation in public school classrooms, and interactions with successful administrators and teachers.
Furthermore, this program seeks to provide high school students with an insight into the problems of education and the critical
issues affecting the quality of education in America’s schools. An important secondary goal of the program is to prepare these
students to be civic advocates of education. Dual credit will be offered.

ADVANCEMENT VIA INDIVIDUAL DETERMINATION (AVID)

AVID has developed this program to improve students' understanding of the path to college. The College Path includes a
sequential approach to college-prep study skills, the admissions process, and decision making. These materials are designed for
comprehensive high schools, alternative schools, independent study programs, and home school programs. The College Path
teacher guide includes approaches to note taking for college, admission and placement exams, a master education plan, and
preparing for the PLAN, PSAT, ACT, and SAT | and Il. Over 25 activities are included in the student workbook which, when
completed, is the students completed roadmap to college. This special program is by invitation ONLY.

FINANCE

Business Finance

Prerequisite: Accounting | 1 unit

Recommended Grade Level: 10-12

This course is designed to provide students with a foundation in corporate business finance concepts and applications including
fundamentals, financial environment, management planning, maintenance and analysis of financial records, long and short term
financial activities, financial business activities, financial institutions and banking services, consumer credit, business insurance,
technology and financial management, and international finance.
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HEALTH SCIENCE TECHNOLOGY

Health Science Technology 1

Prerequisite: Intro to Health Science and Medical Terminology 1 unit

Recommended Grade Levels: 11-12

Health Science Technology 1 focuses on therapeutic, diagnostic, health informatics, support services, and biotechnology research
and development pathways of a health science cluster career. The course is designed to develop healthcare specific knowledge
and skills, both academic and technical, necessary for transition to clinical or work-based experiences in healthcare. The
foundational standards incorporate anatomy and physiology, medical terminology, communication, healthcare systems and
teams, health science career research, legal and ethical practice, safety, health and wellness, cardiopulmonary resuscitation, and
first aid. Laboratory experience will offer students the opportunity to develop skills in infection control, vital signs, medical
assisting, laboratory assisting, sterile techniques and medical abbreviations. This course will focus on skills for careers in the
fields of nursing and physical therapy. Students will learn basic CPR and First Aid. At the completion of this course the student
will be eligible for cardiopulmonary resuscitation, and first aid certification.

Health Science Technology 2

Prerequisite: Health Science Technology 1 1 unit

Recommended Grade Level: 12

Health Science Technology 2 focuses on advanced skills in the health field. Students may have clinical experience in health care
facilities in the community. The students should be able to provide their own transportation for the clinical and must have
current immunization.

Medical Terminology

Prerequisite: None or Co-requisite: Introduction to Health Science 1 unit

Recommended Grade Levels: 10 — 12

Medical Terminology is anatomy and physiology based, and is designed to develop a working knowledge of the language of
medicine. Students acquire word-building skills by learning prefixes, suffixes, roots, and abbreviations. Utilizing a body systems
approach, the student will define, interpret, and pronounce medical terms relating to structure and function, pathology,
diagnosis, clinical procedures, and pharmacology.

Emergency Service | 1 unit

Prerequisite(s): Successful completion of one of the following: Introduction to Emergency Medical Services, Introduction to
Health Science, Health Science 1, and/or teacher recommendation

Grades: This course is recommended for students in grades 10-12.

This course is the second in a sequence of courses. Emergency Medical Services 1 is designed to teach students how to recognize
and respond to various emergencies. Students will learn basic anatomy and physiology as it relates to injury management and
treatment. They will be provided with the knowledge and skills necessary to recognize and care for emergencies in adults,
children, and infants until professional medical help arrives. Students will obtain CPR/AED certification and will be required to
perform light physical activity.
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SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, ENGINEERING AND MATHEMATICS

Introduction to Engineering Design (IED) 1 unit
Prerequisites: prior 8th grade enrollment in STEMS or Gateway to Technology course and/or met passing requirements for SC
PASS Test. Passed 8th grade Math course or Algebra | Co requisites: Algebra |

Students use a problem-solving model to improve existing products and invent new ones. Emphasis is placed on analyzing
potential solutions and communicating ideas to others. Using state of the art three-dimensional modeling software, engineering
sketching techniques and notation, students communicate the details of the products. Emphasis is placed on analyzing potential
solutions and communicating ideas to others using real world engineering applications.

Principles of Engineering (POE) 1 unit

Prerequisite: Introduction to Engineering Design (IED) Co requisites: Geometry, Digital Electronics

Students must have successfully completed IED as freshman or sophomores to enroll. Students explore a wide variety of careers
in engineering and technology and looks at various technology systems and manufacturing processes using solid Math theory
and application. Using activities, projects and problems, students learn firsthand how engineers and technicians use math,
science, and technology in an engineering problem solving process to benefit people.

ELECTRONIC TECHNOLOGY

Core Electronic | and Il 1 unit

This high school/secondary course is designed to teach the basics of electrical/electronics theory in which concepts will be
reinforced daily through hands-on practical applications. Students taking this course should have knowledge of the essential
concepts of physical science and have algebraic and geometric reasoning skills. Core electronics provides students with a solid
foundation for college and/or other postsecondary opportunities. Individuals may progress to the specialized courses computer
service technology, communication electronics, or industrial electronics upon completion of this prerequisite course. Course
standards are aligned with the Associate C.E.T. competencies from the Electronics Technicians Association (ETA), as
recommended by the National Coalition for Electronics Education (NCEE) and the National Electronics Education Consortium
(NEEC). Mastery of the core electronics standards can be the first step toward preparation for ETA’s Associate C.E.T. Exam for
national industry certification.

Mechanical Design | and Il 1 unit

The mechanical design course prepares students to perform entry-level tasks under the supervision of an experienced drafter or
engineer. Instruction includes safety, basic drafting techniques, geometric constructions, sketching, shape description, size
description, drawing conventions, computer-aided design, manufacturing processes, applied geometry, and technical illustration.
Upon successful completion of the mechanical design course, students will be prepared for postsecondary education and entry-
level mechanical-related careers.

Home Systems Technology 1 unit
This course teaches installation, integration and troubleshooting of home security systems, computer networks, audio and video
systems, HVAC(heating/air conditioning systems), cable or satellite broadband Internet access systems, and telecommunications.

ENG 101: English Composition |

Prerequisite: ENG 100, RDG 100 Credits: 3

This is a college transfer course in which the following topics are presented: a study of composition in conjunction with
appropriate literary selections and frequent theme assignments to reinforce effective writing. A review of standard usage and
the basic techniques of research are also presented.

ENG 102: English Composition Il

Prerequisite: ENG 101 Credits: 3

This is a college transfer course in which the following topics are presented: development of writing skills through logical
organization, effective style, literary analysis and research. An introduction to literary genre is also included.

ENG 201: American Literature |

Prerequisite: ENG 102 Credits: 3

This course is a study of American Literature from the Colonial period (1620+) to the Civil War (1860) in conjunction with the
political, social, intellectual, and literary history surrounding these writings.

ENG 202: American Literature Il
Prerequisite: ENG 102 Credits: 3
This course is a study of American Literature from the Civil War to the present.

HIS 101: Western Civilization to 1689

Prerequisite: ENG 100 and RDG 100 Credits: 3

This course is a survey of western civilization from ancient times to 1689, including the major political, social, economic, and
intellectual factors shaping western cultural tradition.

HIS 102: Western Civilization Post 1689

Prerequisite: ENG 100 and RDG 100 Credits: 3

This course is a survey of western civilization from 1689 to the present, including major political, social, economic, and
intellectual factors which shape the modern western world.

MAT 110: College Algebra

Prerequisite: MAT 105 Credits: 3

This course includes the following topics: polynomial, rational, logarithmic, and exponential functions; inequalities; systems of
equations and inequalities; matrices; determinants; simple linear programming; solutions of higher degree polynomials;
combinatorial algebra, including the binominal theorem; and introduction to probability.
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MAT 120: Probability and Statistics

Prerequisite: MAT 105 Credits: 3

This course includes the following topics: introductory probability and statistics, including organization of data, sample space
concepts, random variable, counting problems, binomial and normal distributions, central limit theorem, confidence intervals,
and test hypothesis for large and small samples; Types | and Il errors; linear regression; and correlation.

BIO 101: Biological Science |

Prerequisites: RDG 100, MAT 105, ENG 100 Credits: 4

This course is a study of the scientific method, basic biochemistry, cell structure and function, cell physiology, cell reproduction
and development, Mendelian genetics, population genetics, natural selection, evolution, and ecology.

BIO 102: Biological Science Il

Prerequisite: BIO 101 Credits: 4

This course is a study of the classification of organisms and structural and functional considerations of all kingdoms (particularly
major phyla as well as viruses). Vertebrate animals and vascular plants are emphasized.

ECD 101: Introduction to Early Childhood Credits: 3

This course includes an overview of the history, theories, and curriculum models of early education. Emphasis is on current
trends/issues, with a review of state/national regulations. Characteristics of quality programs and professional teachers are
explored in the course. This is a state certified course, and students completing it successfully receive the South Carolina
Childcare Certificate.

ECD 102: Growth and Development |

Prerequisites: RDG 100 and ECD 101 Credits: 3

This course is an extensive study of philosophies and theories of growth and development of infants/toddlers. Focus is on total
development of the child, with emphasis on physical, social, emotional, cognitive, and nutritional areas. Developmental tasks and
appropriate activities are explored in the course.

ECD 105: Guidance and Classroom Management

Prerequisites: RDG 100 and ECD 101 Credits: 3

This course is an overview of developmentally appropriate, effective guidance and classroom management techniques for the
teacher of young children. A positive proactive approach is stressed in the course.

ECD 135: Health, Safety, and Nutrition

Prerequisites: RDG 100 and ECD 101 Credits: 3

This course covers a review of health/safety practices recommended for child care and includes information on common
diseases and health problems. Certification preparation is provided in pediatric safety, CPR, and FIRST AID. Guidelines and
information on nutrition and developmentally-appropriate activities are also studied in the course.

EEM 117: AC/DC Circuits |

Prerequisite: ASSET/COMPASS Placement Qualification Score for RDG 100 Credits: 4

This course is a study of direct and alternating theory, Ohm’s Law, series, parallel, and combination circuits. Circuits are
constructed and tested.

EEM 170: Electrical Installation
Prerequisite: ASSET/COMPASS Placement Qualification Score for RDG 100 Credits: 3
This course covers electrical wiring techniques commonly used in commercial, industrial and residential wiring.
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EEM 231: Digital Circuits |
Prerequisite: RDG 100 or instructor approval Credits: 3

This course is a study of the logic elements, mathematics, components and circuits utilized in digital equipment. Emphasis is
placed on the function and operation of digital integrated circuit devices.

EEM 241: Microprocessors

Prerequisite: RDG 100 or instructor approval Credits: 3

This course is an introduction to basic microprocessor concepts such as microprocessor structure, numbering systems, computer
arithmetic, programming, architecture, and basic interfacing techniques.

EGT 109: Introduction to Engineering/Design Graphics

Prerequisite: RDG 100 or instructor approval Credits: 3

This course is a study of basic graphical concepts for engineering graphics, including freehand sketching and computer
applications.

EGT 151: Introduction to CAD

Prerequisite: RDG 100 or instructor approval Credits: 3

This course covers the operation of a computer aided drafting system. The course includes interaction with a CAD station to
produce technical drawings. Emphasis is placed on the use of AutoCAD software.

EGT 152: Fundamentals of CAD

Prerequisite: EGT 151 or instructor approval. Credits: 3

This course includes a related series of problems and exercises utilizing the computer graphics station as a drafting tool.
Advanced CAD drafting skills require using AutoCAD software.

EGT 252: Advanced CAD

Prerequisite: EGT 152 or instructor approval Credits: 3

This course covers advanced concepts of the CAD software and its applications. Topics such as creating 3-D wire framed
construction, shading techniques, user coordinate systems and computer animations using the AutoCAD software are covered.

AHS 102: Medical Terminology
Prerequisites: ENG 100 and RDG 100 Credits: 3
This course covers medical terms including roots, prefixes, and suffixes, with emphasis on spelling, definition, and pronunciation.

Occupational programs are grouped into twelve
technical academies: Marketing, Sales and Service; Business, Management and
Administration; Information Technology; Human Services; Health Science; Arts, A/V
Technology and Communication; Manufacturing; Architecture and Construction; Hospitality
and Tourism; Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources; Law, Public Safety and Security; and
Transportation, Distribution and Logistics. Each academy has a specific program of study
that outlines all technical course work required within that particular academy. ACE offers
the advantage of preparing students for a career, giving them marketable skills necessary
for competitive employment, advanced placement for post-secondary institutions and
probable JOB PLACEMENT.
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AGRICULTURAL MECHANICS AND TECHNOLOGY 3 Years

Agricultural Mechanics is a career pathway that develops students for careers in the Agriculture field, with emphasis on
Mechanical Applications. Students will be able to apply knowledge of engineering, hydraulics, pneumatics, electronics, power,
structures, and controls to the field of agriculture. A major point of emphasis in the Agriculture mechanics course will be small
engine repair. With the many golf courses, and landscape companies in the Lowcountry; the need for knowledgeable
employees, educated in the field of Agriculture Mechanics, is in great demand.

*BUILDING CONSTRUCTION TECHNOLOGY 2 Years

The Building Construction course prepares the student to work in the field of carpentry or general wood working. The student
learns to construct and repair structures of wood, ply wood, and wallboard, using hand and power tools. Blueprints, sketches,
and building plans are taught as an integral part of the curriculum along with basic math and types of building materials. The
student will learn the basic construction of a house through the actual building of a house on campus. This construction includes
the framing of walls, ceilings, doors, windows, and roofs. The student will also learn interior finish work which includes sheet
rock, doors, trim, siding, roofing, and painting. Job for carpenters will continue to be in demand in residential and commercial
areas.

AUTOMOTIVE COLLISION REPAIR 2 Years

Automotive Body Repair involves the student in classroom and lab experiences. Prior to entering the lab, classroom instruction
is given in the safety/use of tools and equipment. An Automotive Body Repair student will learn to repair and replace various
parts of the automobile which are damaged and worn. The repair and replacement involves metal repair, painting, refinishing,
plastics, frame straightening, and installation of glass. This course will also instruct the student in damage appraisal which
requires the use of rates, charts and manuals. Excellent job opportunities exist for the graduate in dealerships and general
collision repair shops. The Automotive Body Repair graduate can expect entry level positions and advancement in the
Automotive Body Repair Industry.

COMPUTER REPAIR AND NETWORKING 2 Years

This is a two year course offering experience in networking, wiring, computer and internet design for students who have a strong
desire to learn about the structure of networking and wiring for WAN and LAN. Computer technology is required along with
experience in the use of internet browsing. Student quality for COMP TIA Certification or Cisco Certification if they score 80% or
better on course work.

AUTOMOTIVE TECHNOLOGY 2 Years

Students in the Automotive Technology program learn the many aspects of repair of the automotive and the specialized tools
required to do the job. There is classroom work, along with laboratory experiences which teach the student the fundamentals of
an engine and auto electronics. The school has mock-ups and school-owned vehicles for the students to practice on prior to
actual work on customer vehicles. Brake work, electrical systems, alignment and computerized engine analysis are covered aid
the student in gaining a diversified education.

COSMETOLOGY 3 Years

The Cosmetology program is designed to prepare students to qualify for licensing examinations. Cosmetology students receive
training in the care and beautification of hair, skin, and nails. The course of study includes scalp treatment, hair shaping, hair
styling, setting, waving, tinting and coloring, shampooing, and rinsing. Care of skin and nails includes manicure and pedicure,
massaging, facials, applying makeup, and hair removal. Also included in the course of study is salon planning and management. A
license in cosmetology will enable the student to be a salon owner or work for manufactures of products and various other jobs.

BEAUFORT-JASPER ACADEMY FOR CAREER EXCELLENCE

BARBERING/MASTER HAIR CARE SPECIALIST 3 Years

Many career opportunities exist in the field of Master Hair Care Specialist for the well trained student. Students will perform
techniques and arts, such as hair cutting, shaving, massaging, facial treatments, and the trimming and styling of facial hair. On
completion of the 1500 hours course, a student will be eligible for the state licensing examination. The course allows for the
opportunity to provide experience in day-to-day shop operation, perfect communication skill and offers an in-depth view of the
industry.

*COMPUTER AIDED DRAFTING/PROJECT LEAD THE WAY 2 Years

This course is computer based and enables the student to perform entry-level tasks under the supervision of an engineer. The
student converts sketches into working-drawings required for production using various drawing tools and drafting. Students in
this course should have neat work habits, patience, mechanical aptitude, and be able to visualize spatial relations. Graduates of
this program may enter the job market or pursue an engineering degree at a college or university. The graduates of this program
have been in demand by public and private agencies over the past several years. There are many high paying opportunities in this
field.

CULINARY ARTS 3 Years

The course in Culinary Arts offers training in all aspects of food preparation and service. The Program includes the principles of
food preparation, recipe adjustment, procedures for ordering supplies and thus controlling usage, cost estimation, menu
planning, banquet set-up, preparation and service, basic nutrition, and garnishing techniques.

HEALTH SCIENCE 2 Years

Heath Science provides students with knowledge and exploration of therapeutic, diagnostic, or informative health careers. The
course is designed to prepare students for entry-level employment or college for those students planning to pursue a degree in
any medical profession. Each student will be placed in a variety of situations in the community to interact with medical
professionals in health related occupations. The graduate will be able to enter a variety of occupations in the health fields.
Students are taught functions of the body, general signs and physiology, clinical practice and other experiences in the medical
careers environment. Students can also take courses such as Office Procedures, Accounting, and Coding and achieve an
additional certificate.

EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION #1 & #2

Early childhood Education is designed to provide students with hands-on opportunities to actively explore and observe the world
of preschool children.

This course provides an in-depth study of career paths, developmentally appropriate practices, curriculum development, safe
and healthy learning environments, collaborative relationships, and professional employment skills. Integration of the Family
and Consumer Sciences students organization, Family Careers, and Community Leaders of America, greatly enhances this
Curriculum.

LAW ENFORCEMENT AND PUBLIC SAFETY 2 Years

Students completing this course will have knowledge of the criminal justice system and homeland security, history and
development. They will be able to discuss major issues currently facing police and public services. Students will be able to
describe the dual court system in this country and understand the differences between the adult and juvenile justice systems,
the fire/EMS system, and its relationship to homeland security. The local community will be used to gain hands-on experience.
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ELECTRICITY 2 Years

The Electricity program is designed to provide training in residential and industrial electricity. Students demonstrate skills
required in interpreting blueprints and specifications, installing boxes and fixtures, applying electrical concepts and laws to
circuits and equipment, and applying the National Electrical Code to practical problems in electricity. Students also learn basic
electrical circuit maintenance and repair skills, demonstrate the ability to use electrical meters to check circuit values, and make
the basic electrical calculations. The graduate is prepared for entry level employment in the areas of installation, preparation,
maintenance and repair of residential and industrial electrical systems that support lights, security and entertainment. Students
can also continue training on the post-secondary level.

NAIL TECHNOLOGY 2 Years

This career is for you if you:

Students completing this course will be able to list the abilities of a good manicurist, identify nail shapes, demonstrate proper
sanitary procedures, safety precautions, and advanced nail and massage techniques used when giving manicures and pedicures.
The program prepares students for the state license for nail technology.

ESTHETICS 2 Years

Esthetics students receive training in the care and beautification of skin. The course of study includes facials, applying makeup,
skin disease and disorders, and various treatments. Also included in the course of study is salon planning and management. A
license in Esthetics will enable the students to be a salon owner, make-up artist or work for a manufacturer of products and
various other jobs.

WELDING TECHNOLOGY 2 Years

This course involves the study of the weld ability and physical properties of metals, and the testing of welded joints. Laboratory
experiences are provided which bring the student in contact with the latest developments in welding techniques. The student
will develop skills in shielded metal arc welding, also the gas shielded arc process T-I-G and M-I-G, oxyacetylene welding, as well
as heating, cutting and brazing ferrous and non-ferrous metals.

GRAPHIC COMMUNICATION 2 Years

Graphic Communication includes graphics, printing, reprographic technology and photography. The course is designed to train
students to enter the print graphics industry, which is one of the nation’s most important and fastest growing fields. The
students receive instruction in layout composition and process photography. Students become familiar with Adobe Photoshop,
Desktop Publishing, and Web Design.

Dual Credit/Early College Credit Opportunity (Articulation agreement with the Technical College of the Lowcountry)

The Dual Credit/Early College Opportunity program allows you to take accredited college courses work while you’re still earning
high school credits for graduation. The South Carolina Lottery Tuition Assistance will pay most of the $745.00 tuition and fees.
The cost is $85.00 for six college credits! Please note that the cost of text books and supplies will be your responsibility unless
your feeder school is within Beaufort County.
